Yet my hon, friend
gets up and contends we should
have put the loans out at such a
figure they would be down to 90
now ,instead of par where my tax-
free honds are. ¥That is not good
politics even. The public in this
country. that have bought Govern-
ment bonds like to see those bonds
stand. up in the market. Becausc
they need money from time to timo
they want to realize, and they do
not want-to realize at a loss. Take
the insurance companies that re-
present the interest not only of
stockholders but policy holders.
Supposing in the United States they
wrote down their securities to the
market ‘falue? In this kountry
they can show them the market
value and there is no loss to policy
holders of {nsurance companies who
took tens of millions of dollars of
our securities. At the close of the
war (Canada was in a position to
say: The public of this country
subscribed. enough money to send
500,000 soldiers overseas and to
fight thousands of miles from their
base; to provide the necessary cre-
dits for the purchase of our agri-
cultural .and’ other products; and
at the.end of the war our banks
had no securities had made loans
upon securities to only a limited
amount, and our accounts stood far
above par on our stock exchange.
I will rest my reputation upon that
statement before this House and be-
fore posterity.

Why, Mr. Speaker, we appealed
to the public to save, By a publi-
city campaign, by direct persona!
appeal, by every proper method
we asked our people rich and poor,
to save their money and give it to
the /Government in return for our
secytities; we took possession of
the ,decurities marketed in Canada
and, would 1ot allow issues to he
made except for essential purposes;
we shut luxuries out of Canada by
Order in Council; through our bond
houses and our banks we discourag:
ed. the purchase of Anglo-French
and other securities in New York in
order that all the money of Canada
might be available for the purposes
of our loan; and ,we appealed
through our Victory Loan organiza-
tion—the greatest organization ever
put -together by any country dur-
ing the war—from the Atlantic to
the Pacific for subscriptions ' to
our loan. No Minister ‘of Finance
over had such an instrument as
that Victory Loan organization,
which, with the patriotism of our
peole, made those great loans a suc-
cess.

Now, my hon. friend from Red
Deer (Mr. Clark) says: “You made
the bonds tax-free.” Unhappily for
him he has taken a particularly un-
fortunate time to put that argd-
ment forward. It would have seem-
od more weighty last year than this.
Last fall we put out a taxable loan,
.whereas before our loans had been
tax-free. The responsibility for
that s upon the Government, anrl
the credit, if any, for it, is due to
the Government. In July of last
year, - before Tleaving office, 1
called together the leading mem-
bers of the Victory Loan organiza-
tion and' the hest bond experts in
Canada and asked them to deter:
mine, among other things, whether
we should put out a taxable or a
tax-free loan, telling them that if it
could be done, I would prefer tho
taxahle issue. The situation had
cleared a great deal since the war,
our securitics were all selling on a
better basis, and we came fo the
contlusion that we should try the
taxahle issue. There was some
dissent on the part of a few of the
ablest hond experts. They said,
“You will get the loan out, but we
are a little doubtful as to whether
you can hold it out, because it is a
little ot of scale with the price
of seeurities today, and those which
we expect will prevail.” My suc-
cessor, Sir Henry Drayton, who
threw himself -with great energy
and enthusiasm and ability into the

few monts is this, and it throws
a little light on the question of ex-
change—which I am coming to a
little later—spoken of by the hon,
member for Red Deer in terms
rather derogatory {o myself: Our
exchange has gone down compared
with the United States’; but Great
Britain’s exchange is lower. TUn-
less my hon. friend the Minister of
Finance (Sir Henry Drayton) had
taken the steps which he recently
took, Great Britain would sell back
to us or would offer in our markets
the securities ‘'of our municipalities,
—of our provinces, the securities
guaranteed by the Dominion and by
the provinces that we sold to her
years ‘ago and which haye been.
years overseas—she would have
sold and continued to 'sell those
here until our exchange dropped
to the level of sterling exchange;
that is what would have happened.

1 told my hon friend what would
have happened on this fheory that
we put out 53 per: cent taxable
bonds during the war. Now I will
tell him that. we could not have
done it even if we desired to do
so. There are two essentials, Mr.
Speaker, which a Finance Minister
must consider when he is ‘putting
out a loan, and he makes a great
mistake if he overlooks either. In
the first place, he must get his
money—the offering must be a
success; and, in the second place,
he must consider the market situ-
ation after the loan, especially if
he is going back for another loan.
You have got to look a little furth-
er than the end of your mnose in
public finance where you are offer-
ing large loans which, to a certain
extent, are talken on the inspiration
of patriotism. I might at the start
have put out a 5% per cent Victory
Loan taxable, and the public would
have taken, not as much as I got,
but a very substantial amount, —
although I know we could not have
got ‘anything lke the amount we
did get because those skilled in in-
wvestments coulkd have bought
scores of securities of the highest
quality in New York to yield as
high = as 7, 8 and 9 per cent.
among others the . Anglo-French
loan backed by the credit of Great
Britian anq France.

The Canadlian
dollar is down 15 per cent; the
pound. sterling is down 30 per
cent, My hon, friend says that it
is the free trade policy of England
that has brought about the' ex-
change situation which confronts
her today.

.Mr. MICHAEL CLARK (Red
Deer): My hon. friend cannot pro-
duce an extract from my speech
showing that I said that I did not
maké any such remark.

Sir THOMAS WHITE: Well, » I
accept my hon. friend's correction.
That, undoubtedly, was the impres-
sion he gave. He dig say that the
lowering of our credit— I that T
am quoting his precise words — is
due to faulty action of the Finanec
Department. Why {s not the lower-
ing of the British exchange to a
greater degree due to faulty act-
ion of the free trade  Government
of England? Now, let me say this
for my hon. friend’s comfor:—

Mr. MICHAEL CLARK: Is that a
question?
© 8ir THOMAS WHITE: No, it.is
a rhetorical question? Let me say
this for his comfort; fre2 trades has
nothing whatever to do with it, one
way or the other. It is the. war
that has brought about a lowering
in the value of the British pouud
sterling, just as it has brought
about a fall in the Canadian ex-
change, If we had free trade here
today it could not improve our ex-
change situation; it could only ag-
gregate it. Woulg our exchange
be any better than it is today if
there were no tariff in this coun-
try; if goods were coming in from
the United States under a free
trade policy?

An hon. MEMBER: No.

An. hon. MEMBBER: Worse.

Sir THOMAS WHITE: Worse,—
I should say it would be worse.
Economic laws show clearly that it
would be worse, because on top of
our tariff with. United States you
have another tariff of 17 per cent
by the reason of the fall in our
respective merits of tax-free and
taxable bondg is not new. In fact,
there is hardly anything new in
the world. If my hon. friend will
look up the Democratic platform
laid down in the Civil War he will
find a plank against tax free bonds.
The Republicans adopted. tax-free
bonds, because they carried on the
war; they were the people who
had to face the financial satuation
and get the money. The Democ-
rats could criticise; they did not
have to act; and they put a plank
in their platform after the war
condemning the Republican party.
History simply repeats itself. Why,
Mr. Speaker, when war breaks out
and nobody knows whether it will
last one year, or two years, five
yearg or ten years, or whether the
country is going to come through
bankrupt, or what the taxation is
going to be, is it not advisable that
there should be some certainty in
the amount which a man may rely
upon getting for his money, at a
time when he can otherwise obtain
the highest ‘possible rates for it?
The Republicans were confronted
with that condition in the Civil War
and we were confronted with it
here.

Now, Mr. Speaker, I do not want
to offer the Government any ad:
vice. I have worked with them; I
know their zeal; T know their ab-
ility. I have entire confidence in
them to meet any problem that is
like}y to arise during the further
verm of this Parliament, I believe
it is the settled opinion of this
country that the Government
should carry on.

The Prime Minister is ill. I have
been pleased with the remarks of
hon. gentlemen opposite with re-
gard to the Prime Minister; there
fa always a chivalry in this House
for men under disability.

I
have every confidence in the abil-
ity of the Government to deal with
the weighty problems that may
come before it,—the problem of.
promoting immigration; the ‘prob-
lem of maintaining our trade and
industry; the problem of dealing
with soldiers’ pensions and the
Civil Re-establishment and rehabil-
itation of the soldier; the railway
problem.

An election at this time? The
leader of the opposition surely
would not want an election unless
he had some hope of coming back
as leader of the House and of the
Government. We have taken over
one of the greatest rallway sys-
tems in the world, if not the great-
est. The Government and jthose
on this side of the House have
committed themselves to the large-
.st project of public ownership that
bas ever been attempted. What is
the problem? The problem is to
organize ang administer that sys-
tem and its finances through com-
petent men, who will nog be in-
fluenced by nor exposed to parti-
san interference, so as to get the
best results for Canada out of
that great railway  system. ‘Who
is most likely to do that well—the
Government that risked its politi-
cal life on the great experiment,
or hon. gentlemen opposite? 1 must
say that if Liberalism be a vital
principle, as is so often put for-
ward in this House, I am amazed
that when it comes to concrete
cases, such as taking over those
railways, it does_no¢ exhibit some-
thing of that principle. This Gov-
ernment the people of Canada will
believe, can take over those rail-
ways and provide for their operat-
jon much more capably than hon.
gentlemen opposite who qo not be-
lieve in nationalization at all. There
is. no. doubt about that. A great
deal c¢an’ be done in developing all
our national resources, such as our
fuel resources and our power re-
sources, through the development
of our canals. These are great and
weighty problems, but not heyond
the capabilities of this Government
as it exists today. I say to the
Government: Continue, as. 1 know
you have been doing, look at every
question from the national stand-
point; rely upon the excellence of
your administration, and carry on.
