A Bat’s Substitute for Light

New York Times.

! ——British aviation scientists

have solved the secret of how bats

:a\'nill objects they caniot see and

are applying their discovery to air
craft in the hope of safeguarding
them against collisions. Reports
of the experiments, made public
liere today by = an .'n;my aviation
statement, said progress was made
with devices adapted from studies
of the bats which would act as pr -
againsi collisions of air
craft.

According to the statement the
scientists blindfolded a numbé-r of®
bats and released them in a room
which was crossed with many wires

pmm(,u-‘vg!nnrl partitioned from another room

by a grill containing
large enough for the bats to fly
through. The result wag that the
flying maminels never touched thae
wire and flew through the holes
with ease,

The experiments
hatg’ secret, They were found to
emit a nole, often inavdible to the
ear, which would bound back from
the wires and partition, conveying
accurate information to the bats'
map out space with exactness.

Aeronautical enperts believe that
sensative ears and enabling them to
aeraplanes can do the same thing.
The British are busy devising in-
struments to that end,and their ef-
forts are said already to have led
to the development of instruments
which are expected to rceord for
airmen sounds as they approach ob-
jeets,
