Many French
Would Quit
Native Land

(By Stuart Underhill)

PARIS, Dec. 20—(CP) — Post~
war restlessness and = uncertainty
have shaken even the French-
man's deep-rooted passion for hls
land and an ever-increasing num-
ber are seeking to migrate to
North or South America.

More than 300 i{nquiries, eithe:
by letter or personal call, are made
daily at the Canadian Embassy
here. A smal] percentage of the ap-
plicants comes from Eastern Eur.
opean countries but most are
French.

Some have tragic tales to tell of
homes shattered by the war, leav-
ing them rootless in their own
country. Others fear the trend of
events in France and Burope. Some
are young, some are old, even at
the age of retirement.

Only about 350 a month get the
coveted Canadian visas, largely
because they cannot arrange trans.
portation across the Atlantic. En-
ployment requirements in Canada
and rigid health regulations elim-
inate many others.

Currency restrictions are s fur-
ther discouragement. The Frencn
Government allows emigrants onl;
$200 each.

“On the whole we get a very
fine type of applicant and I'm sure
those going forward will make
good Canadian citizens,” said A. J.
DesJardins of Ottawa and Mont-
real, chief of the Canadian Immi-
gration Service for France,
