MADRID, July 18—(AP)—Gen-
cralissimo Francisco Franco, re-
ferring to an “internaticnal cam-
paign” against Spain, accused the
outside world today of perpetual
hypcerisy and less of moral sen=-
sithity and contended that “men-
aces ofithe frontier™. had compels
led his country to keep a “larrer
than normal” army.

In an interview with the Fai-
ange party newspaper “Arriba” on
the 10th anniversary of his vevoit
against the Spanish  republic,
Franco said that “declared war” is
over but “there exists a mute
war and when there are no zuar-
anlees cn frontiers nations must
take natural precautions.”

M. Bidault’s rise in Prench poli-
tical life is remarkable and stems
largely from courageous activity
in the French underground dur-
ing the war.

When the Second Great War
broke out M. Bidault was mohil-
ized as an infantry sergeant. In
the fighting at So'ssons In May,
1940, he was taken prisoner but
was released a year later because
he was a veteran of the First
Great War.

Before 1940 he had been an ob-
scure history teacher and news-
paperman and when freed want to
Lyon ostensibly to teach. But act-
ually he joined the resistance
movement, in which his code name
was “‘Xavier.”

He rose rapidly and when the
first leader and legendary chaic-
mea cof the National Resistance
Council, a man called Moulin and
codenamed *“Max” was betrayed
and tortured to death by the Ger-
mans, Georges Bidault succeeded
him. Disguised as a Protestant
preacher, he lived in Paris and
ran ‘the -council," composed: bf.;titen
of all resistance pol'tical parties,
ictcluding Communists.
