Immigration To
Canada Increases

(Canadian Press.)

OTTAWA, Nov. 21.—During the
past twelve months 134,189 immi-
grants have entered Canada which
is an increase of six percent over
the previous twelve months when
126,744 arrived.
During the seven months ending
October 31, 1924, 30,966 Canadians
returned to this country from Un-
ited States according to statistics
issued here yesterday by the Im-
migration Depanrtment.

There was no new developments
in the local market for spring wheat
flour the price being well maintain-
ed and the volume of trade moder-
ate sized. Winter wheat flour also
firm. the market for mill feed was
active to the steady increasing de-
mand for rolled oats was steady
count which resulted in a fairly
large business being done,  The de-
mand for rolled oats was steadly
and-prices ruled firm. A good trade
was done in_all grades of eggs in
a wholesale jobbing way and the
market was fairly active with a
firm undertone.
The volume of business in. potac-
oes was small owing to buyers he-
ing well supplied for the present.
Due to the continued limited de-
mand for butter from all sources
and the small volume,of business an
easier felling developed in the mar
ket ‘and prices were reduced 1-4
cnts _per pound on all grades. There
was no improvement in the demand
from English importers for cheese
and the market was reported un-
active with an easier tone. Fair sup
plies of beans were on hand and
the demand was good. Prices ruled
firm at $2.75 and $2.85 per bushel
for one and three pound pickers.
