mal times thap in the United Slates
or Canada,but an enormous amount of
sugar might be saved if even half ta2
amount were eaten here every doy.
Children might be made to under-
stand they cap help their couniry bv
refraining to spend their weekly
sickles in candy, thoagh probably we
should find if we went deeply into the
:natter tha¢ chitdren consume far less
candy, generally, than grown-up peo
ple. Girls in offices, stores, factories
are some of the worse offenders, and
they would be surprised if they acucd

it woulg be at the end of the year.

POTASH FOUND IN ARIZONA

Potash has been found in Arizona,
thirty miles north of Parker. It is con:
fined to an underground basin in a
state of solution an dthe brine is
pumped easily. The basin is not far
from the Colorado River, but the two
are not corfnected, Explorations sv
far confine the basin to an area.six
miles in diameter. A well seventy-five
teet deep has been bored into the
basin, but this is not the deposit's
ull depth. Potash is of great value in
the uses of commerce and manufac-
turers, and this discovery iy of espec-
fal importance just now in time of
war. The ancg sis of the brime is so
encouraging that the district where it
lies already has been staked full of
claims.—San Francisco Argonaut.

NEWFOUNDLAND SAILING F-'LEE'T'I

ST. JOHN'S, Nfld, November 20.—
Losses of sailing vessels in the New-
foundland trade through* storms, Ger-
man raiders and German submarines
since the war started have been more
than made up by building within the
colony and purchases abroad. The
Newfoumdlanq sailing fleet now num-
bers 125 vessels, and 17 more are on
the stocks. the total of 142 making
the largest locally owned fleet in a
generation.

trouble to dry all the little bits to
put away.

One ingenious housekeeper hu: de
vised an excellent scheme for her owL
use. She gets out the family corn
pcpper, puts the srfrap: into it, 1
toasts them ipn that over the fire. or
gets one of the children to do i
her. It saves handling and botner-
ing with pans in the oven. Just toast
the pieces in ne pecpper, and - put
them away into-a jar for future dut.
In this way, you may save' eve:s SO
many of the tiny .pieces that wouid
probably be wasted otherwise, but
which will prove uesful for many pur-
poses. As fer the left-over slic i
toast, those may be toasted over ag
ain for those who like the crizp, hard
variety of toast or they muy be Lre-
ken into crumbs, toas‘ed again in the
corn popper, if not thoroughly dried,
and then put away with the crunbe.

WORLD’S RECORD

NEW YORIS, Nov. 19.—Driving an
autcmobile cquipped with a Liberty
motor, Ralph De Palma established a
world's. record for six hours at the
Sheepshead Bay Speedway  to-day
when he covered 633.12 miles.
