BERLIN, (From German broad-
casts) Jan. 30 —(AP) —Hitler ac-
knowledged to his people today
that he could not promise an end
lo the war this year but declared
Japan’s surprise attack upon the
United States ‘i:as greatly relieved
our situation.”

Speaking for this first time since
his declaration of war upon the
United States, Hitler blamed the
weather instead on the Russians
for Nazl reverses on the eastern
front and promised 1942 “will again
be a year of great victories.”

“Countries which have mnothing
now are united,” he sald. ‘“We shall
see who wins this war—those who
have nothing to lose and everything
to win or those who have every-
thing to lose and nothing to gain.
