Act To Be Given|"

“Minor Adjustments”

Hansard, June 14, reports the
following reference to the Prince
Edward Island National Park, made
in the House of Commons on a
resolution to amend the Act:

Hon. Mr. Crerar: “Mr, Chair-
man, the purpose of this resolution
is to lead up to a bill amending
The National Parks Act and The
Novya Scotia and Prince Edward
Island National Parks Act. It is ne-
cessary to make some corrections in
the boundaries of the park in Prince
Edward Isiana. As the members
of the commuttee are aware, the
government of Prince Edward Is-
land set aside or acquired the area
that was later transferred to the
dominion administration for the
development of a national park in
that province. This involved the
acquisition of property from vari-
ous individuals, and in the adjust-
ments incidental to the acquisition
of this property it is now found
necessary to change in some slight
particulars the bounaaries of some
of the areas acquired.”

Mr. Stewart: “ILs the change in
the bounaaries of the Prince Ed-
ward Island park in the nature of
an e ement of the park, or
otherwise? I gathered from the
remarks of the minister, perhaps
on a former occasjon, that this
area had been acquired by the pro-
vincial government and that tnere
