Down to 1896 the great ma-
jority of them were appointees of
Conservative governments and were
in sympathy w th that party. The
numerous appointments within the
fourtequ years have been largely Lib-
eral, no doubt, - but among these
were not a few who were known to
desire yhat direct aid should be giv-
en by Canada to the British navy. '
It is aiso to be observed that un-.
der the secrecy of the ballot and
with the certainty that under their
present tenure of office no man could
be endangered in his position by any
vote he might give, left them fairly
free to vote according to their hon-
est convictions. In view of all these
considerations the result of tne ott-
awa bye-election may be taken, and
we believe wiil Le taken as a sigrifi-
cant expression of public opinion in
the Dominion. That the verdict was
gratfying to the Government, disap-
pointing to the Opposition and some-
thing of a surprise to certain Liber-
al dissentients from the Government's
naval policy may be taken for
granted.

Hon. A. B. Aylesworth, when in-
terviewed in Toronto the other day
said the ' rumor of his retirement
from the office of Minister of Justice
was ‘‘news.to him.’’ The rumor-mak
ers will have to try again. The
Guardian had taken notice of the
rumor after it had appeared in many
of our exchanges some time ago, but
intimated that it might not be well-
founded, .as now happily appears to
be the fact.

It is gratifying to find that both
the candidates for the Mayoralty
and a number of the candidates fo;
the City Council have declared
themselves in favor of the ballot ir
civic elections. There is therefore
good reason to hope that this im:
portant ° reform will shortly b
brought about. .
