SOME RAILWAY FIGURES.

According ‘to a report laid before
Parliament the other day Canada
had at the end of June last 27,611
miles of railway and had added 1099
miles within the year.The capital in-
vested was $1,171,937,808 and the to-
tal net earnings of the year were $42,
989,531, representing 3.66 per cent on
the money invested. The gross
earnings were much larger, being
$146,738,214, showing an increase of
over 21 millions over the previous
year.

The Canadian railways carried
over 32 million passengers and over
63 million tons of freight. The year
was a record breaker also in the
matter of fatalities, there being: 598
persons killed and 2,152 injured.

Viewed in this light things are going
from bad to worse in the matter of
accidents, but accidents tend to be-
come epidemic at times and then to
abate.

Canada boasts a greater railway
mileage in proportion to population
than any other country, there being
one mile of steel road, costing on an
average $57,000 for every 289 inhab-
tants. Canadian railways have an
aggregate length more than suffici-
ent to girdle the globe at the equa-
tor and all havé been built within
the lifetime of ;people yet living.

These are fine boasts. But vast
and rapidly growing as is the Can-
adian railway system it 'has one ser-
ious break, one missing link which
ought long ago have been supplied—
the Tunnel under Northumberland
Straits. Nothing else is so con-
spicuously needed. That and that
alone can give all-rail connection to
all the Provinces as a whole and
physically unite them in one grand
Dominion.

MORE BY-ELECTIONS.

On Wednesday of this week there
will be held two:more by-elections
for the House of Commons.
these is Stanstead, Quebec and the
other South Huron, Ontario. In
both these ridings a spirited cam-
paign has been conducted for some
time past, and both parties are
hopeful of winning both seats. Both
vacancies were caused by the death
of the sitting members.

Stanstead ‘had long been a Conser-
vative seat, and was carried by the
late Mr. Colby six successive elec-
tions, two of them by acclamation,
but has been in the Liberal column
since 1900 and at the general elec-
tion of 1904 gave a Liberal majority
of 273. South Huron on the con-
trary had an unbroken Liberal re-

cord from 1867 down to 1904 when
the Jatc Conservative member car-

ried it by a rather narrow majority
of 111.

Tesla has a new scheme to render
naval war impossible. Twenty or
thirty tons of dynamite or other
explosive is to be in some way con-
veyed to the vicinity of the hostile
fleet and there exploded by wireless
telegraphy.
