EIRTEDAY BALLS

FOR U.S. PRESIDENT

NEW YORK, Dec. 23—Plans for
r second series of birthday balls
for President Roosevelt on Janu-
ary 30 were revealed today by
Henry L. Doherty, chairman of the
National Committee for the bene-
fit to aid infantile paralysis suffer-
s,

More than 5000 balls already
have been arranged in communities
where they were held last year.
Proceeds were expected to exceed
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the $1,000,000 raised in 1984. This
sum was presented as an endow-
ment of the Warm Springs Foun-
dation, but the proceeds of the new
balls will be allotted in other ways.

At the President’s suggestion the
Foundation will not receive any of
the 1986 fund. So>venty cents of
every dollar will be used for re-
habilitation of handicapped ohil-
dren within the community where
the particular fund is collected. The
remaining 30 cents will be given
to Mr. Roosevelt for use by a na:
tional commission, which he will
appoint to intensify research of in-
fantile paralysis.

A statement by Doherty said:

“Mr. Roosevelt has given his 53rd
birthday anniversary in reality to
every person in the country, young
and old, who has been afflicted
with infantile pa-alysis. This dread
disease is a constant threat hang-
ing over every home in the land.
It must be eliminated from our
national life and I know that ev-
ery man, woman and child in the
United States will want to help in
this great humanitarian work.”

Colds in The
' Poultry Flock

(Charlottetown Experimental
Farm News Letter)

Colds or catarrh of the nasal pas-
sages in poultry seem to resemble
in many respects, colds c:ntracted
by humans. This disease is common
to all domesticated hirds and gen-
erally makes its appearance in the
fall of the year during changeable
weather. Symptoms of a cold are
very easily detected. The bi-ds be-
come dull, the eyes watery and a

nostrils. If no preventive measures
are taken the discharge becomes
thik an sticky causing the birds to
breathe through the m-uth, and
eventually the oondition will be-
come so serious as to cause death.
If only one or tvo birds are af-
fected the cause is probably low
vitality in these individuals, but if
the cold beeomes general, housing
conditions are likely unsatisfactory.
Immediate stens should be taken to
see that the hcse is free from
draughts. and ‘* -t the birds are
not crowded. Crowding may be
caused by housin» too many birds
in a house, or by the bir"; gathering
in the comers instead of going to
the rosts. A damp house, or one
without proner ventilation will low-
er the vitelity of the stock and
render them susceptible to disease.
Dry well ventilated poultry
houses and c-reful feeding are the
best means cf preventing colds, it
even under ideal conditions a few
b'rds mav be~ome affected. Separ-
ate the sick birds from the rest of
the flock, and place them in a
warm dry rcom. Give each bird
about a half a teaspoonful of Ensom
salts, p'~2e a drovo of argyrol in the
eye, an”' force a little argyrol up each
nostril. If a re2sonable amount of
care is taken the cold will soon run
its course.
