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Statement On
Palestine

(Rt. Hon, J. L. Illsley, Ganada)
In the final session of the
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mammoth, was much larger than
his modern counterpart and was
covered with long hair.
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United Nations General Assambly
the Right Honourable J. L. Ilsley
rlaced Canada on record in the
{cilowing statement:

“Mr. Chsirman and Fellow Dele-

“We are voting for the partition
plan, because it is in our judgment
the best of four unattractive and
-ifficult alternatives. X

“Let us take these one by one.
First the objections to doing noth-
ing are obvious. For the United
Nations to do nothing in this sit-
vation would be an abdicatioh, &
snirking of its responsibilities In a
si'uation which is pregnant with
eril to peace. It would invite not
| oniy confusion but widespread vi-
| oisnce, involving not only the peo-
\ ple of Palestine, but people else-

ve. It would, hot improbably,

't in b'oodshed and. a kind of
frregular and murderous warlare
| v ich might spread far. We dis-
| a'ssed this first alternative as nob
{ wrtay of the United Natlons,
! hihtly dangerous in its probable
unsequences, indeed, as  virtually
unthinkable.

“The second alternative 18 to
set up a unitary Arab state along
the lines recommended by Sub-
Committee I of the Ad Hoc Com-
inittee, or at least to let such a
unitary Arab state emerge at the
time .of the termination of the
Mandate. This course would" have
heen the norma] and natural one
#5 pursue had it not been for the
Balfour Declaration, the League
of Nations Mandate, the encour-
azement given to the immigration
Jut Jews into Palestine over a quar-
ter of a century, the establishment
of a well rooted community of
nearly 700,000 Jews in Palestine
who have invested there, as we
are told, $600,000,000 and the de-
ivotion on the part of Jews all over
ihe world to the idea of a Jew-~
jsh national home in a country
ahich once at least was a Jewish
land. But these factors cannot be
iznored, they make the Palestine
sroblem sul generis and unique.
They constitute a fatal flaw in'the
stherwise unanswerable Arad case.
1t is because of these factors that
the project for & unitary state has
Leen repeatedly dismissed by &
multiplicity of Commissions on the
*alestine problem, of whicth the
United Nations Speclal Commission
on Palestine was the latest, and

decisively rejected by the Ad
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Committee. There is not a chance
ihat this alternative can find ac-
ceptance by any but a small ma-
jority of the nations of the world.
As a solution it is beyond the
realm of the practical.

“gimilarly, the third alternative,
a federal state while more defen-
sible than the one I have just dis-
cussed, has made in this organiza-
tion very little appeal Espoused
by Yugoslavia, which hes argued
vhe case with care, patience and
conviction, the minority report of
the United Nations Special Com-
nission on Palestine has made no
asadway, received little support
from other nations and was not
presented for consideration by &
section of the Ad Hoc Committee
.arge enough even to justify the
setting up of a sub-committee to
explere its possibilities. Embodying
as it does the ressential features
¢f a federa) scheme, the Yugosiav
pian, as I shall call it, has certain
clements of attractiveness to Can-
sdians. As I Indicated In my open-
wmg speech on the Palestine ques-
tion before the Ad Hoc Commit-
tce, the Canadian delegation wish-
ed that a federal plan could be
worked out along thece or similar
lines. They are the lines along
which our own natlonal develep-
ment has proceeded, with reasons
abie satistaction to both racial eles
ments in our population. But Pal-
estine is not Canada, and the Yugo-
slav plan has received no support
whatever either from the JewisW
Agency or the Arab Higher Com=
inittee. A plan which appeals to
aeither Jews nor Arabs and which
opens up vast vistas of difficulty
in adjustment and administration
is not a plan upon which this As-
sembly would be justified in con-
centrating further attentien,

«This leaves the fourth plan—
the plan of partition —which we
have decided to support as the
least objectionable of the four. We
support this plan with heavy hearts
and many misgivings. No respon-
sible delegation could do otherwise,
after listening to the threats of
reprisals and all the talk of fire
and sword which we have heard
from both sides to this controver-
sy, in the Ad Hoc Committee, and
today. But it would be folly to as-
sume that there would be any less
.ikelihood of disorder if 'any of
the other alternatives were adopt-
cd. Indeéd, in our judgment, this
‘Ikelihood in the case of every one
of them would be not less but
greater. The fact that after twen-
ty-five years of international ac-
tlon in' relation to Palestine, cul-
minating with months of consid-
eration by the General Assembly
of the United Nations, we should
find ourselves in this atmosphere
of acrimonious recrimination is a
melancholy one. The air is heavy
with gloomy forebodings, repre-
sented by one side or the other as

Hoo savage threats or responsible pre-

uictions.

“But something must be " done
with this problem and we are sat-
sfied that, full of difficulties as
the partition solution is, any other
solution would be worse. There Is,
of course, the hope that once de-
finite sction is taken thers will be
a change of heart on the part of
the responsible leaders of the, two
LBposing camps, This is the more
iikely from the fact that of all
the solutions proposed, partition
slone has veceived the support of
she two greatest world powers. We
must take it as certain that well
meant and fervent exhortations to
conelliation, the kind of exhorta-
don that we have heard during
ine last two months are getting
nowhere. These appeals and en-
ireaties may make more progress
alter a decision by this organiza-
tion on the partition solution Is
srived at. This is the ray of hop:
m the situation.

“1t is not for Canada to advise
~ther nations on the course they
should take in this vote. Nor would
such advice be either welcome or
effective. But we find it difficuil

In
sther cases the explanation pro-
bably is that natlons like our owa,
far yemoved from Palestine, which
nad no part in the evenis leading
up to this denouement, which
made no promises to the Arabs
and no promises to the Jews, least
~¢ all to both, which played mno
politics with the situation, and
which have nothing but the kind-
liest feelings toward both Arabs
and Jews, find it difficult to see
why there should be thrown upon
their shoulders a profoundly dis-
turbing responsibility for a grave
and far-reaching decision.

“pPhe Canadian delegation appre-
Jates these sentiments on the part
5f many nations. Indeed we 10
some extent share them. But we
ao not feel that they would justify
u# in abstaining from this vote.
We have as this Assembly knows,
taken our full share of responsi-
