has been customary for both political parties to put
off any public works that could be put off _tx}l neces-
sity compelled action; customary, in administrative
business as in many others to procrastinate till the
last minute. Legislators, like others, too often do
this and. this fact accounts for a large portion of the
excessive expenditures on election years. It is also
true that legislators, on the eve of an election, tak-
ing into consideration the proverbial uncertainty of
political life, are anxious that any work that requires
to be done shall be done by their own supporters and
not left to be done and the reward reaped by their
political opponets, in case of political misfortune.

The Examiner, we take it, will not seriously
question the legality and the propriety of this latter
course. It may pose as a Simon Pure director of
public opinion and public morals but will not raise
any conflict with the old orthodox political as well as
military creed that “to the victor belongthe spoils.”
The Examiner will remember that during the last
session of the Arsenault regime a strong plea was
put up on the floorof the House by the then opposition
—now the government—that the Examiner should
be given alarger share of the public printing and we
have good reason to believe that the Examiner, as
one of the party organs, made no demur against the
proposition.

Wenote that expenditure for printing, station-
ery and advertising for the past fiscal year was
$14,127.44 as against $9,624.31 for the previous year.
Would the Examiner argue from this that the prin-
ting houses were more sumptuously fed on election
year in order that those previously supporting the
government should not forget their allegiance to the
party or in the hope that the opposition printers
might come over?

The Examiner’'s charge is not only uncalled for
but casts a very grave reflection upon those who do
work on the public roads, bridges, ete., (at a rate ot
remuneration ridiculously small in comparison with
the cost of living) nine tenths of whom are farmers
who would scorn to barter their votes for a paltry
political job.

COST G STRIKES,

Atcording to the Labor Gazette there were 298
strikes in Canada during the year 1919. The number
of employees involved was 138,000 and they lost in all
3,942,000 working days. ‘Caleulating their pay at
an average of $4.00 per day the loss to Canada, the

‘amount to be overtaken by production in Canada

will amount to nearly.$16,000,000. This enormous
loss is even more serious than appears on the surface.
We are competing with other nations, competing to
supply markets that are being exploited by others
and we have fallen behind by this much. We have
not only lost $16,000,000 but we have fallen behind
in the race with others by this amount and it is a
large one for a country just getting upon its indus-
trial feet.

Some of the strikes were justified and succeeded

in righting a wrong; others were absolutely unjusti-'

fiable and useless and an absolute loss to employers,
to employees and to Canada. Moreover the strike
was a grave hardship to many innocent employees
and their families. Every article manufactured for
the market passes through the hands of several out-
side the immediate employ: failure to manufacture
it affects all those others so that while the economic
loss is estimated at $16,000,000 the actual wage loss
of the strikers, the amount may be multilpied by
ithree or four before we arrive at the ultimate loss.
