i The Bastern people to whom our
Lord spoke would not be perplexed
by his frequent use of symbolism.
Their own Scriptures abounded
with it; it largely shaped the ritual
of the law, and symbolism of
the Prophets was intricate and at
times cryptic, But except when he
borrowed the language of apoca-
lyptic to deseribe the Jud t
Day, our Lord’s’symbolism was of a
kind that the country-folk of
Galilee could understand. All that
he needed he found in the natural
world—in the dawn sky, the birds,
the flowers, the vineyards, and
cornfields. These were the visible
signs of unseen spiritual realities
which could be the means of
bringing the soul of man into in-
timate communion with God.

‘The value of this sacramental
view of the world as an aid to re-
ligious life is perhaps too little
appreciated by the average citizen.
He knows that bitter disputes have
raged round the special interpreta-
tions of sacramental doctrine, and,
wisely enough, he dislikes such con-
troversy. Also, and less wisely, he
cesires what he supposes to a
common-sense creed, free from all
mystery, so that he may know what
he believes and.may believe only
what he knows. Yet such a de-
mand cannot logically be made of
a supernatural religion, and un-
less Christianity is this, its very
name is emptied of meaning. The
God to be worshipped must be
one whose ways and wisdom in-
tinitely transcend those of the
worshipper.

Indeed there is hardly anyone,
however prosaic and practically
minded, who at some moments has
not been almost overwhelmed by“
the sense of underlying mystery, of |
which the natural world is an
omen and a sign.” He may dis-
miss such a mood as fanciful, but
he will be wiser to treasure it as
a moment of enlightenment which
allowed a glim¥: through the
things which_seem cf the things
which are.
