cose. As long ago as 1819 a French
chemist surprised the French academy
by exhibiting a few grains - of  grape
sugar which he had made from old lin-
en, commonly believed to have been his
own shirt. Other scientists have shown
also. that grape sugar could ‘be made
from wood, although no one
found a way- to transform this grape
sugar into the more familiar, everyday .
