1946 in the readjustment of the
Canadfan economy from a war-
time to a peacetime footing, the
Prices Board reported today in a
year-end review.

Reporting a number of upward
adiustments in price ceilings dur-
izg e pear, the Board sald these
were necessary to reflect the im-
pact of higher production costs
and the cessation of some of the
subsidies introduced during the
war years.

Essentlally, these cost increases
were the heritage of wartime con-
ditions and resulted from Iincreas-
ed wage rates and materla] costs
and higher prices in other coun-
tries.

Despite these upward pressures,
the rise in the cost-of-lUving in-
dex during 1946 was held to a-
bout Seven per cent.

. The Board reported prodfiction
of civillan goods showed a “con-
siderable” fncrease over 1945 and
sald that most of the goods that
Canadians eat or wear were pro-
duced in quantities equal to or
greater than in pre-war days.
