Not only were buildings
smashed by bombs, not only was general econ-
omic life severely crippled, but important so-
cial services were also ruthlessly swept out of
existenc Medical ~ supplies were depleted,
health equipment was damaged, sanitary ap-
paratus was blasted to bits.

bad enough. On top of it is the general lower-
Ing of living standards and consequent lower-

ing of disease resistance,

And now comes—the pay-off. Spring and

Growing potatoes from eyes rather than from
sets has been introduced into Manitoba farms
by the Dominion Ixperimental Farm at Bran-
don, Manitoba. On the Farm, 1,476 lots of g0
eyes each were prepared and sent to members of
the agricultural improvement associations, and
reports from 236 members indicate that 97 per
cent of the eyes produced plants, The average
yield from each lot of 50 eves was 65 1b. of tub-
ers. The highest yicld reported was 203 Ib.
The eyes were removed by a potato baller, and
each eye picce weighed about one-half ounce.
I'he. eyes were coated with finely ground mag-
nesium limestone to prevent drying out and
placed in special waxed cartons,  The variety

used was Certificd Irish Cobbler from a Prince
Edward Tsland strain, selected for ity shallow
eves.  In general, commients of the growers were

u.f a favorable nature indicating that the eyes
yielded as well as potatoes cut in the usual man-

If the German threat to torpedo
any neutral ships, which subm.t to
British contraband conirol reguia-
tions, can be taken at face vaiue

the situation may be extremely
serious, ‘the Germans inclu.e
American shipping in the State-

ment. Ships of American reg.say
are barred frcm the combat zones
around the British Isles. But th:zy
are allowed by our regulations to
sall to and from Mediterranean
ports. They thus become subject
to British contraband conirol av
Gibraltar, It 1s impossible for ship-
ping passing in and out of the
Mediterranean by the Atlantic o.t-
let, to avoid putting mto Gibraltar
for examination of cargo by the
British authorities, ‘Chis contraband
control process is said to be legal
by international law. It is claim.d,
however, that the strict methods

, such as seizure of mail to

neutral countries, are violations of

international law and against which
our state department has vigorous-
ly protestad . But the German
threat is based on the claimed right
to sink any ships which submit to
the control., Presumably, or at least
as interp.eted in. Washingten the
German plan is to sink ships with=-
out warning. If so, the sinking of
such neutral ships could be cias-
sed as close to an act of war
agalast the nation which owned the
ships. Germany has not the
slightest right to act in this high
handed fashion. It is true that the
Germans might sink or seize a
neutral ship which, after examina-
tion, was found to have more than
50 per cent of her cargo in con-
traband goods destined for enzmy
countries, but the captors must
assume the safety of the . .crew

The job of managing this
country grows harder eve:y year.
For one thing, the number of
people who have to be managed
keeps on increasing. It has be-
come the fashion to speak of cur
population a5 more or less stag-
nant because immigrants no loager
enter at the 1913 rate of 400,000
a year.

Mount Etna Again

(Washington Star)

Reports from Rome to the effect
that Mount Etna again is active
may be of little' significance, yet
there are many Americans who,
having visited the scene, will be
interested to hear of the new series
of eruptions. The loftiest volcano
in Europe is an unforgettable fea-
ture of the Mediterranean picture,
It lcoms above the coasts of Sicily
ten thousand feet, and commonly
emits a column of dark and acrid
smoke from its summit. The trun-
cated cone, however, is by no
means the only crater. Rather there
are innumerable openings from
which steaming lava has descend-
ed to the shores of the Middle Sea.

The ancient Greeks knew Etna
as the forge of Vulcan or of the
Cyclops. Within the mountain, it
once was believed, the Titan called
Enceladus struggled for his free-
dom. A tradition tells that Empe-
docles, physician, poet and philos-
opher, cast himself into the high-
est pit to create the impression that
he was a god. The volcano a:leg-
edly expelled one of his bronze
sandals to solve the mystery of his
disappearance. Pindlar and Aeschy-
lus wrote of eruptions in 475 B. C.
The disturbance of 396 is said to
have prevented Himilco from
marching on Syracuse., Perha
the most famous of all explosions
was that of 1669 A.D., when Ca-
tania was overwhelmed.

But Etna is mot an ecpecially
dangerous volcano. It stands in
one of the most densely populated
non-industrial areas of the world,
and ceaselessly threatens the en-
tire island with destruction, yet its
bark appears to “e more anmnoying
than its bite. True. its record in-
cludes at least one® catcylsm in
which sixty thousand peopie are
supposed to have perished, and it
always is possible that it may
break out in another such ram-
page. Native Sicilians, though, are
not fearful of such a disaster, In-
stead, they cultivate a certain curi-
ous but understandable pride in
their “fiery monster” whic! annu-
ally brings proift to them. ‘I'hey
appreciate its beauty also, and
their enthusiasm is shared by tour-
ists from the United States, who,
climbing the majestic hill and
looking down into its flaming cen-
ter, never forget the spectacle.
Parenthetically, it may be men-
tioned that it is an experience
worthy of remembrance to pick
vio'ets on the slope—delicate and
fragile flowers defying death with
a courage which human creatures
need in a time when the whole
earth is a volcano.

The Cleanly Pig.

(New York Sun)

The Institute of American Mzat
Packers studies the origin, prepar-
ation and distribution .of roasts,
cutlets, chops, sausages and other
Rrood things. Recently it has once
again bent its attention to the pig,
reading and co-ordinating the facts
and theories educed and discussed
by authorities on that useful mem-
ber of the animal kingdom—the
same authorities who have estab-
lished it as a fact that by nature
the pig is a cleanly fellow whose
habpits become subject to critidism
only when shortsighted man so cir-
cumstances him that he can mot
exercise successfully his innate
passion for neatness. The institute
now has penetrated the mind of the

piz.

It is declared by T. H. Zeller,
senior animal husbandman, and N.
R. Ellis, senior chemist, in
United States Byreau of Amnimal
Industry, that there is apparently
a distinct difference in the men-
tel attitude of a pig fed by hand
by its owner and that of one self-
fed away from human society. Ac-
eoding to the latest Yearbook of
the Department of Agriculture.

A se'f-fed pig seems to be more
satisfied, seldom grunting or squeal-
ing, whereas the pig that is hand-
fed is usually squealing for feed at
various intervals between feedings.

The self-fed ni~ eats more daint-
ilv and oftener than the hand-fed
pig, and Is assumed to be a more
efficient pork producer than the pig
handicapped by hand feeding. His
sense of self-sufficiency, his grat-
ification derived from the indepen-
dence, his exercise of power estas-
lish a serenity of mind that pro-
motes assimilation.

It is also apparently no secret
that school children, principally
schoolboys from 12 to 14 years old,
are the readers of these maga-
zines,

There Is no good reason that any
decent man can give why the au-
thorities should not prevent the
sale of these beastly things by any
means within the lawful resources
of the law officers of the Crown
You will have no difficulty In
recognizing this stuff, if you hap-
pven not to know what it looks like.
These prints are recognizable by
their covers, which are almost in-
variably alike in a highly-colored
suggestion of an illeterate's feast
of sex and crime.

If you are really in doubt, you
may ask for them by their trade
name of “Horror Mag”. The news
agent will almost certainly know
what you mean. If he Is candid
he will admit that generaliv he
depends on customers—if you are
adult—very much younger than

It is at a glance o»viously true
of these maczazines that “sex and
sadism is the basis of their ap-
peal”, Even if they are not by le-
gal definition obscene (and that
is something very difficult to prove
at law), the unconcealed commodi-
ties which are their bid for cus-
tom are lewdness and crime.
