SUNDAY SCHOOL  LESSON

February 27., 1916.
THE SEVEN HELPERS.
Acts 6.

GOLDEN TEXT.

“Bear ye one another’s burdens, and

80 fulfil the laws of Christ.— Gala-
tians 6:2.

Verse 1. Judaism at the time of the
founding of the Christian Church has
developed into two forms; that of* Pal-
estine and that of the Dispersion.
These were divided from each other
by geographical, linguistic and cultur-
al lines. Since the Gentiles were called
Greeks because of the predominance
of the Hellenic culture among them,
the Jews who were dispersed among
them were called Grecians of Hellen-
ista. They spoke the common Greek
language and adopted the customs of
their Gentile environment so far as
they did not interfere with the Jewish
religion. But they looked to Jerusa-
lem as the centre of their religious
life, and visited the temple at the time
of the festivals so far as this was
practicable. The line of division did
not exist without creating among
them mutual distrust and jealously.
Even the spirit oof Christ in this new
brotherhood does not seem to have
overcome this feeling. There arose a
murmuring of the Grecians against
the Hebrews, “whether justly or un-
Justly” we are not told” How often
mutual suspicions and jealousies are
drawn into the membership of the
Christian Church and how incongru-
ous they are with the spirit that
should rute there! |

Verses 2.5, In settling the question
raised by the murmurings of the Gre-
ciang the apostles put into exercise
some principles which may be followed
safely in all ages. In the first place
they acted on the assumption that the
, ministers of the Church are to he sel-

ected by-the people whom they are
* to serve. It is only as the servants of
- the public are acceptable to the public
that they can do their work faithfully.

But, seciondly, in the full installation
of those who might be selected it is
well that the leaders also who are al-
ready actively ip service should have
gome voice. The apostles asked the
people to designate the men who
should serve, but they reserved for
themselves the rightjof appointing (v.
3). A third principle observed in this
matter was the subdivision of the
work into parts with the creation of a
special class of servants to do each
part. The apostles who were doing
both the teaching and serving at the
tableg would divide that work into two
natural parts and limit themselves to
teaching, yielding the serving of the
tabkes to the new men.

It is further instructive to note
that the apostles described to the peo-
ple the characteristics which they
must seek -in their new ministers.
