In Bishop Percy's “Reliques of
Ancient English -Poetry,” there is
a lively ballad—rather ‘coarse in
laces — of the fight between one
ore of More Hall'and the Dragon
of Wantley (Wharncliffe in York-
shire), This is known to be a skit
on a trial by law over the' disposi-
tion of -some landed  property In
that region. Perhaps our other
legends of dragons might be traced
to a-lke origin. * -
