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CHARLOTTETOWN,
Nuremberg And After

Brigadier-Gemeral J. H. Morgon, K.C., writ-
ing for the Quarterly Review undel.' the above
heading has some very critical things to say
obout the trials. Having first examined “und
found unimpeachable in law the count of “War
Crimes,” of which all but three of the defend-
ants were, indeed, convicted, the learned author
goes on to show the weakness of the other
counts in the Nuremberg Indictment. .

Count Four, “Crimes Against Humanity,”
was previously to 1946 unknown to internation}ul
law and the “particulars” under this heading in-
cluded offences committed by the German Gov-
srnment in Germany before the war and upon
Its own subjects. This is impossible to recon-
cile with rational or international law, yet as

.the “Charter” of the Tribunal (Article 5) ex-
pressly laid it down that “crimes against }lumun-
ity committed against any civil populqthn be-
fore or during the war were to be within the
iwricdiction of the Tribunal,” the Court had no
option but to admit evidence of them and to pass
judgment upon them. It is, of course, an ex-
treme example of ex-post facto legislation and
the. draftsmen have much to answer for.

The writer goes on to criticize the phrase
“Aggressive War” which the Nuremberg Tri-
bunal held to have been made a crime by the
Pact of Paris (Kellogg-Briand Treaty) but which
that Pact merely condemned in general terms in
its preamble without actually outlawing such
aggressive war in terms. Even that doubtful
prohibition was avoided by the expedient of “un-
declared war” and practically repudiated in the
terms of the U. K.’s declaration of war and the
U. S. Proclamation of Neutrality. In the words
of Professor H. A. Smith, “It may safely be said
that no lawyer would have dared to say in 1939
that the rulers of a state could be punished as
criminals for preparing an aggressive war.” The
nations of the world, begetters of the Pact, left
Abyssinia, China and Finland to their fate and
did not even break off diplomatic relations with
the aggressors. The Pact was already dead, and,
indeed, in an odvanced state of decomposi-
tioa, years before it was dug up in  Nurem-
berg.

The Count of “Conspiracy” is paradoxical
In that e military tribunal deriving its jurisdic-
tirn from the fact of war is invested to try the
accused for alleged offences committed in time
of peace, extending back to six years before
the outbreak of war. The jurisdiction, under
the laws and usages of war, of a military court
is a jurisdiction confined to “alien enemies.” Yet
ot the time the alleged offences were commit-
ted the accused were not “enemies” at all.

Further, apart from “War Crimes” all, or
nec.ly all of the offences were lawful by the
laws of the country, Germany, to wit, in which
they were committed.

The author gives a final warning that the
victorious power will always claim that the
vanquished was the aggressor and in such case,
If Britain be vanquished, it may go hard for
tome of her “Economic Planners.”

New Consumers’ Organization

A new women's organization which has
made itself heard in the nation’s capital and of
which much more will shortly be heard through-
out the country, is the Canadian Association of
Consumers. This is a voluntary, independent
organization, and was formed by representatives
of national women’s groups, Provincial presi-
dents of Women's Institutes, chairmen of the
former W. R. A, C., and tle consumers’ branch
of the W. P. T. B. Its membership is open to
all women living in Canada on the payment of
a small fee. It has been formed to provide a
channel for economic education to all Canadian
women and at the same time to be a focal point
for consumer education.

The women felt they should unite because
they have a keen sense of human values and
human welfare. This coupled with adequate in-
formation should make their united voices of
vulue in the practical workings of our democracy,
and also ensure better home making.

Specifically the aims ef the new organiza-
tion are:

1. To . unite women's strength as consum-
ers; to work for the improvement of standards
of living in Canadian homes.

2. To study consumer problems and make
recommendations for their solution.

3. To circulate information on matters of
consumer interest and to secure and evaluate
opinions.

a satisfactory quality of living.

The Associaticn will seek to work through
existing women's organizations, and it is hoped
that every housekeeper especially will avail her-
self of this opportunity to obtain, through the
director, the infcrmation which will be made
availoble from expert economists, technicians
and others.

The organization meeting instructed the
new dirccters to meet with Prime Minister Mac
kenzie King and his Ministers to discuss the
whole question of rising living costs. They ask-
ed that immediate action be taken to bring down
prices of essentiol commodities to assure a dec-
ent standard of living add to hold off further
increases in basic food prices until the prices of
other commodities beceme stabilized.

The Associaticn is plcnning to open a
nation-wide membership ‘campaign, and it has
made an auspicious start in the practical nat-
ure of its cims and objective.

Success Of West
Indies Conference

The reports of the British West
Indies Conference so far avallable
leave no doubt that the idea of
federation has now firmlv taken
root a‘nong the three million peo-
p.€ of these scatiered and ancient
Colonies who have had separate
forms of goveraraent in some
cases ac long os 300 years. The
Counference was corcluded oniy ¢n
September 19th and such account

of its achievements as can be
given now is otly in summuy
fcerm.

The main committee of the Con-
ference with Flight Lieutenant
Aidan Crawley, M.P.,, Parliament-
ary Private Secretary to the Un-
ited Kingdom Secretary of S-ate
.or the Colonies, in the chair at
its first session on September 15th,
found itself in general agreement
on the principle of federation on
the Australian model: that is to
say, the component territories to
{ransfer certain powers to the fed-
era] authority, reserving to them-
selves all other powers. Only Bri-
tish Guiana of the seven Colonles
concerned could not subscribe to
{ris resolution. British Guiana
however agreed with all other de-
cisions. f
L . & @

Of thése the most important is
agreement to form a joint stand-
ing organization to plan the fed-
eration. The Committee, which will
sit in Barbados, will consider and
make recommendations on the
assimilation of fiscal and tariff
policies and of the legislation of
the federating units,” unification
of currencles and, so far as prac-
ticable, of public services. Its
members will give thought to the
torm of constitution most likely
to meet the aspirations of the
mass of the people. The Commit-
tce is asked to report by the end
of next year so that a further con-
ference can be held not later than
June 1949.

There was keen discussion on
the resolutions embodying gp-
proval of the proposal to federatie.
In particular, some preferred ‘me
mediate federation, while others
feared that might put back the
development of responsible goverie
ment in each Colony. Finally with
the reservation already noted In
respect of British Guiana, the
Conference passed all the resolu-
tions of which the following are
among the more important.

Firstly, , the Conference, recog-
nizing the desirability of a po-
iitical federation of British Caribe
bean territories, accepted the prin-
ciple of a federation in which each
constituent unit retains complete
control over all matters except
those specifically assigned to the
federal Government.

8econdly, the Conference agreed
that an increasing measure ofere-
sponsibility should be extended to
the several units of the British
Caribbean territories, whose po-
litical development must be pure
sued as an aim in itself without
prejudice and in no way  subor-
dinate to progress towards feder-
atlon,

Thirdly, the Conference agreed
that the provision of adequate in-
tercolonia] and external shipping
services and other communications
is essential if progress is to be
made towards federation, and
recommended that in the mean-
time, and unti] a federal authority

OLD GUN MEMENTO

On the removal of the ordnance
from the Blockhouse in 1856, an
18 pounder gun was allowed to
slip from its sling and roll over
the bank of the fortress to the
water's edge, where it remained
for several years. But in 1860, dur-

ing July, when all were preparing
for the reception of the Prince of
Wales (later King Edward VII)
the late Theophilus DesBrisay, |
Esq, had the gun brought to
Charlottetown and placed in the
ground, in an upright position,
with the muzzle upwards, at the
north angle of Queen and Graf- |
ton Streets. A stout flag-staff of |
considerable length ‘was placed in .
the bore of the gun, from the |

summit of which the Union Jack;

was displayed during the three
days’ sojourn of His Highness.
| Though the staff has been re-
moved for many years, the gun

remains erect, as a memento of |
the harbor's fortifications, and a
memorial of the Prince's visit to
Prince Edward Island.—Pollard's
History. (The gun is still where
it was placed in 1860, at what is
row Hughes' Corner.)
