We have ex-
cellent permanent sidewalks, in the
heart of the City, procured at large
cost to the citizens, and maintained
in excellent order during seven oOr
eight months of spring, summer, and
fall. The failure comes in the winter
season. The City Government is res-
ponsible ' for this. It imposes upon
resident citizens and property-owners
the duty of cleaning off the snow and
ice from the walks in front of their
premises. Some attend to this duty,
while others attend to it badly and
still others shamefully neglect it. Be-
hind all the City Government is res-
ponsible for what is done or left un-
done, It cannot escape the responsi-
bility of enforcing its own by-laws.

'he discount upon Canadian bank
notes in the States can thus be
avoided by Canadians who have occa-
sion to travel across the border, as
many do.

American notes as well as Ameri-
:an gold have long been current in
Canada and it will be something to
show our neighbors that if they ob-
iect to our notes we can pay in gold,
at least as far as travelling expenses
go. But for all the ordinary purpcses
which money serves the average citi-
zen will prefer Dominion notes or the
notes of our excellent chartered
banks. Notes are much lighter in
weight, {fian gold, they do not wear
the pocket and are less liable to be
lost than gold coins are, and for
these reasons it is not expected that
the new gold coinage will come into
common circulation to any very large
extent.

Some objection is made by fastidi-
ous persons in regard to paper mon-
¢y that in passing from hand to hand
it becomes soiled and even dirty, and
it has been suspected as being the
wmedium for the transmission of in-
fectious or other diseases. As to- the
danger of infection from soiled bank
notes, which some of the doctors
have thought might be considerable,
Mr. Boville, the Deputy Minister of
Finance at Ottawa, is quoted in the
negative. He tells that in his de-
purtment some thirty to forty wo-
men are employed from the beginping
to the end of the year every day in
counting the soiled, mautilated and
condemned one and two dollar notes
and .the health of these women has
been better than the average of those
employed in the civil service. And
gome of them had heen constantly en-
gaged in handling and counting these
notes for forty years past.
