CHICAGO, Aug T7—Centreing its
devastating attack on Kansas and
Missouri, the reborn heat wave sent
temperatures to new highs in many
parts of the middle west today.

The Rocky Mountain and west-
ern states shared in the heat bom-
bardment and the drought ex-
tended its far flung domain,

The cuwrrent heat wave brought
death to four persons in Iowa and
temperatures of 103 were recorded
at Ottumwa and Keokuk,

Kansas and Missouri remained
in the grip of the 100 degree tem-
peratures which 1laid siege last
Saturday. The official gaading at
Topeka was 108 at midafternoon
and the Kaw River there was at 1.6
feet, the lowest stage ever recorded.
Kansas City had its fourth con-

GERMANY'S WAR
HERD LAID
TOREST

Reichpresident von|
Hindenburg Paved
Way For Nazi Re-
gime, Claims Hitler.

By A, D. Stefferud,
Associated Press Foreign Staff
(By Guardian's Speeial Wire)

TANNENEERG, Germany, Aug. 7.
—In a tower room of the National
shrine erected in memory of his
greatest military victory, the body
of President Paul von Hindenburg
rested tonight while thousands of his
fellow-countrymen waited patiently
in flickering torch light for a glimpse
of his coffin.

Funeral services in which his suc-'
cessor, Chancellor Adolf Hitler, with
deep feeling said von Hindenburg
“opened the door” to the present re-
gime delivered the old soldier into
his monumental shrine.

The final rites, which were brief
and simple as the Field Marshal had
wished, were conducted on the very
spot where he stopped the Russian
invasion.

After the coffin had been brought
here from the von Hindenburg est-
ate at Neudeck, along 60 miles of
torch-lighted road, there was prayer,
music, a short talk by an army chap-
lain and Hitler's fervent speech in
which he declared that the name of
von Hindenburg cannot be allowed
to dle. .

“Twice in the life of a soldier
honorable mention comes to him
alonc—after a great victory and af-
ter weath,” said the Chancellor.

He reviewed the life of the late
Reichpresident, beginning with his
first battle in the war of 1870.

“His name was like that of un-
counted thousands of officers,” he
declared — “unknown to the great
mass of people.

“When the German people 44
years later remembered von Hinden-
burg’s name the clouds of war hung
over Europe. In the worst of thesg
times Kaiser Wilhelm called upon
von Hindenburg to take over su-
preme command of the army.

“Six days later guns were boom-
ing and nine days later church bells
rang in celebration of the victory of
Tannenberg.

“Large areas of German land were
saved from devastation and from
now on everybody in Germany had
von Hindenburg's name on his lips—
the man who saved the country and
led the army from victory to victory.

“Unfortunately, he was called too
late to head all the armies of the
Reich. Nevertheless, for two years
more he inspired that army to un-
exampled victories.

“The unfortunate end of the war
can under no circumstances be
charged against him. It merely
passes judgment on the inability of
the politiclans of that day.”

Music followed Hitler's eulogy.
Then honor salutes were fired, and
finally the coffin was carried up in-
to the tower of the great monument.

—this time the life of a soldier in
the regular army.

Ernest Feike, a soldier, was hang-
ed in the courtyard here for par-
ticipating in the putsch -in- which
Chancellor Dollfuss was slain.

He was the first member of the
government armed forces to be
tried and executed on charges of
high treason in connection with
the Nazi outbreak.
