Carries On
Relief Work

In November 1909 there was or-
ganized in this City the Anti-Tub-
erculosiz Society to aid those of
our citizens who were suffering
from Tuberculosis and to bring
about improvements in the con-
ditions of the people in order in
s0 far as possible to prevent the
spread of that disease. Amongst
the  early problems presenting
themselves, was the necessity of
meat and milk inspection in the
City. A campaign was inaugurated
to this end, which after some vears
of effort was crowned with suc-
cess by the passing by the City
authorities of laws regulating these
matters.

The fight against Tubercolosis
was ever uppermo-t in the minds
of those forming the Society. As
the Red Cross Soclety and later
the Government Health Depart-
ment has taken over very largely
this work, the Society has in re-
cent years devoted the most of its
endeavors to the proviting of
clothing, food and medicine to the
needy of the City. In this way
thousands of dollars  have been
