Plan for More
Vegetables

Next Year
(Charlottet, Experi tal Farm
Notes)

Vegetables are so much tastiee
and more wholesome when fresh
from the garden, that every farm
home should have home-grown
vegetables. A good garden will save
money, improve the health of the
family, and provide more real
pleasure than any other area on
the farm.

Plans should be made now
next season's vegetable garden. Lo-
cate it near to the farm buildings
if possible, but arrange it so that
many of the vegetables can be
grown in long, straight rows with
space enough between for a horse
cult.vator. Select a rich, warm,
sandy loam soil as this will meet all
the requirements of most of the
vegetables to be grown, On many
farms the potato or root field will
most nearly meet the requirements.
‘When the site is chosen, then make
a definite plan with so many feet

for

of row for each sort of vegetable;
one hundred feet is ususally enough
for the average family for many
kinds, and much more than is re-
quired for raddish, lettuce or paus-
ley but much longer rows should be
grown of vegetables that can be
stored for winter.

| While deep autumn ploughing
| should be used to cover a heavy
dressing of barnyard manure for
most tables, with the P

of tomatoes for ripening, which do
not require extra manuring, yet
thorough spring oultivation will
produce good results if the sofl is
worked to tilth early.
