about 4,000 troops, only a small
part of the old anti-Bolshevik forces
may be sent to Siberia, it denied
to allied officialg that any large
part of the old Wrangel forces was
going to Siberia under Japanese
support. The Japanese high com-
missioner in  'Constantinople also
denied such reports;
