‘al comment, but no one can dispute
the sincerity of the programs offer-
ed by the four or five orchestras of
Paris, The halls are not large and
the conductors do not reecive for-
tunes for conducting. But in this
city of Debussy and Ravel and d'In-
dy and Milhaud, nothing is too dar-
ing, or too “unknown” to be tried
out. There is hardly a symphonic
program that bears a hackneyed
look.
