They will see to it
that no big fellows who can afford to
take, say $100,000 worth forgets that
fact, and gives the local canvasser
only half that amount.

Meantime the newspapers have been
banded together through the Canadi-
an Press Association and the Cana-
dian Press, Limited, to handle the
educational side of the work, and the
five chief advertising agencies have
