Death Of Sergt.

Peter Bradley

News of the death of Sergeant
Peter Bradley will be heard with re-
gret in the City, and throughout
the whole Province. The deceased
was born at South Melville, Kelly's
Cross Parish, in 1845, the son of the
late James Bradley and Margaret
McKenna, immigrants from Ireland.
