Hampshire, Writing in the “Gard-
eners Chronicle” with reference to
Mr.
Tomalin says:— “Where new plan-
tations of these. are to be made
during the coming autumn the pre-
paration of the ground should be
taken in hand forthwith. Black and
red clirrants, gooseberries and rasp-
berries usually occupy the same site
for many years, and it is therefore
very necessary to thoroughly pre-
pare the ground hy trenching or
double digging, and to enrich it with
a generous dressing' of farmyard
manure. The manure should be dug
into the lower levels, so that it does
not come into immediate contact
with the roots of the newly planted
‘bushes, but where it will serve as a
reserve of food when the bushes are
beginning to bear fruits and will
need extra nourishment,

The site for bush fruits should be
a fairly open one, but if it should
happen that the only place avail-
able has a shady side, the black
currants may be planted there, or a
TOW or two of raspherries, leaving
the sunniest aspects for red cur-
rants and gooseberries. Good drain-
age is essentlal to success and must
be provided unless the natural
drainage is adequae. For protection
from birds the most satisfactory ar.
rangement for private gardens is the
permanent enclosure of the whole
plot in a cage of wire-netting. This
relieves the grower of all anxiety in
this respect, as regards hoth the
bud eating and the fruit-devouring
birds.

Moreover, the rows of uprights
which support the roof will also
support each a row of raspberry
canes, Two or three rows of red
currants, or gooseberries, or one row
of black ourrants can be accommo-
dated between each two rows of up-
rights, while inside the outer walls
of the cage cordons of gooseberries
or red currants may be profitably
planted. Planted in this manner, a
surprising number of bushes can ‘be
accommodated within a small en-
closure.

PRESERVING MENT

Fis
nally stir in a few tablespoons of
fresh vinegar.

When required
for use about one tablespoon of
the mint should be enough foa
mint sauce for six people.
