Mr. McKinnon in comp-
any with Mr. W. D. Coffin, the owner
of the lobster factory. were setting
out some lobster traps quite near the
shore when their boat swamped in
the rough sea, Coffin, who eould
swim. was rescued in a bout which
was Thastily taken out from the
sihore. hut not hefore Mr. McKinnon
Lnd disappeared from sight. The acci
dent is particularly sad when it is
remembered the men were quite close
to the shore and in only about one
fathom of water. Mr. MecKinnon's
body could not be found at the time
of the accident but later floated in to
shore. Deceased who was only forty-
five years old leaves to mourn a grief
stricken wife, and one son to whom
the sympathy of the community goes
out in their sudden sore bereavement.
