Britain’s \Var Savings Effort

In talking to Canadians from London recently,
Sir Robert Kindersley gave this country startling
information about the way Great Britain has car-
ried out a War Savings Program since the stait
of the war fifteen months ago. The President of
the National Savings Committee in England stat-
ed that in these fifteen months the small man his
saved through saving certificates, defence bonds,
savings banks and a few odds and ends, the sum
of six hundred million pounds—almost three bil-
lion dollars in Canadian money.

Sir- Robert made an  interesting comparison
when he revealed that subscription to large loans
during that period of fifteen months was eight
hundred and, seventy-five million pounds. In
other words, tlie wage earners of the Old Country
are contributing a total mighty close to the total
loaned by citizens of means, and corporations.

Even after discounting the vast difference be-
tween the population of Canada and the popula-
tion of Great Britain, Canada’s attempt to secure
one hundred and twenty million in a year from
War Certificate loans will be seen as a very mod=
est objective in comparison with what our kins-
folk overseas are contributing.

of the War, Mr. Mclnnis shows the significance
of what happened in the various fields and helps
us to interpret more recent events in the Bal-
kans and other danger areas.

The Nazi air assault upon Britain in prepara-
tion for an iuvasion had already failed by mid-
September, and British airmen had made their
first raid on Berlin. The Nazi air force con-
tinued the attack of Britain, seeking a weak spot
in her defences, but the British airmen retained
their mastery in the daytime and the German
night raids had only a limited military effective-
ness,  Meantime, -the British pounded military
objectives in Germany and the occupied countrics
all along the Atlantic coast.

In preventing the invasion throughout the fall
and winter, Dritain gained invaluable time for
strengthening her defence, with  increasing help
from the United States,

The military alliance between Germany, Italy
and Japan on Sept, 27 was a threat directed at
the United States if it continued to aid the Allies.
Anticipating this move, the United States cut off
the supply of scrap-iron and steel for Japan, and
gave China a credit of $25,000,000, Two_months
later, the United States gave China furth.r
credits of $100,000,000 and shut off the export of
other important iron and steed products, But
Japan showed very dggressive intentions toward
French Indo-China and the Dutch East Indies,
and the United States joined with the British in
a defensive naval policy, in which Singapore plays
an important part.

And the Axis having threatened the United
States, the latter immediately began to increase its
aid to the Allies, It had already transferred to
Britain fiity destroyers, It undertook to help to
provide the much needed merchant ships in view
of the heavy losses caused by Nazi submarines
with their numerous bases now close to Britain,
The United States also began vigorously to speed
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up defence production, a good part of which was
to go to Great Britain,
he Nazi absorption of Rumania meant the
securing of valuable oil resources and a strong
vase for a further thrust to the southeast against
. British interests,
l The utter routing and humiliation of Italy by

the Greek army and by British forces in North'

| Africa featured the developments in those fields
‘and prepared the way for a pending attempt to
knock Italy right out of the war.

The British resistance to Nazi attacks, the
; smashing defeats for Italy, the promise of power-
ful aid from the United States for the Allied
cause, led Marshal Petain, who was disappointed
at Hitler’s deportation of the French from Lor-
raine and the annexation of that province to Ger-
many, in violation of the armistice terms, to take
a stiffer attitude to the Nazi power. He began
to realize that the French army in North Africa
under General Weygand was a trump card which
could be played as Italy’s position became steadily
worse. And by the end of the year some French
naval units were slipping away from Toulon to
safer ports in North Africa,

Much has happened in three months, and the
unprecedented drama of world events goes on to-
ward a climax which will decide the fate of hum-
anity perhaps for generations,

The Bank of Nova Scotia’s Index of Industrial
Activity recorded its ninth consecutive gain in
December though, as in the previous two months,
[the improvement was of modest proportions, The
| Index stood at 125.6% of the 1925—1929 average
as compared with 124.9% in November and
108.3% in December, 1939. Two of the com-
{ponent indices—Industrial Carloadings and Em-
i ployment—rose substantially, but their influence
was largely offset by a decline in Industrial Pro-
duction.  The fall in the Index of Industrial
Production, however, is larg:ly a reflection of the
drtificial result obtained by applying ‘“‘normal”
seasonal adjustment factors at a time when indus-
tries are working near capacity.  Thus, although
production was at or near record levels, the cor-
rected figures for iron and steel and automobile
output fell sharply in Docember because ailow-
ance was made for the increase which usuaily
occurs in this month under peacetime conditions.
There were also sharp declines in the highly var-
iiable figures of petroleum and wool imports, but
other trade figures included in the Index—notably
imports of rubber and cotton—showed offsettirg
gains.
