OTTAWA, March 26—Premiers
of the four western provinces have
been asked to confer with the Fed-
eral Government here on April 5
to discuss the continuation of fin-
ancial assistance from the federal
treasury during the coming fiscal
year. Announcement was made to-
day of the issuance of invitations
to Premiers John Bracken of Mani-
toba, 3. T. M. Anderson of Sask-
atchewan, John Brownlee of Alber-
ta and T. D. Pettullo of British
Columbia.

The Federal Government is thus
taking advantage of the Easter re-
cess of Parliament to put its fin-
ancial relations with the provinces
west of the Great Lakes on a more
orderly basis. For the past year
or two the Dominion Government
has been assisting them as they
required aid, by means of guaran-
tees and direct loans.

DISARMAMENT | Sweeping Bill

Is Introduced

By Government

Legislation Provides For The
Products Of The Sea, Forests

OTTAWA, March 26—Sweeping powers to regulate
trade in Canadian natural produets are contained in legis
lation brought down in the House of Commons today by
Hon, Robert Weir, Minister of Agriculture. The measure
will be known as the National Products Marketing Act of
1934.

The bill is regarded by those who have studied it as §
most far reaching measuare. It i3 doubtful it is contended,
if any other country in the world has provided legislation
with such great possibilities for organized producers te
control the marketing of their products.

The bill provides for the creation of the Dominion
Marketing Board with powers to regulate the marketing
of any natural prodvst which the government by order-in
council may declare {o be a regulated product.

Part two of the bill gives auth-
ority to investigate and regulate
price spreads in the handling of
regulated products and provides
penalties up to a $10,000 fine when
the regulations are broken.

Head Office Ottawa

The Dominijon Marketing Board
will have its head office in Ottawa.
The size of the board is not given
in the act but is understood at the
start it will consist of three per-
sons., Under it will be local boards
and also it is expected the pro-
vincia] governments will set up
provincial boards to administer the
act in regard to any particular
commodity which it has been decid-
ed to regulate.

Contro] of grades of regulated
products is provided in the bill, In
oconnection with control of imports
which come into competition with
regulated products, provision is made
for the issue of licensing of import-
ers. 8imilarly, the Government is
given power to institute a system
of licensing for exports of natural
products, The Minister s given
authority to enforce such regula-
tions,

Subject to certain reservations,
the powers of .he board are set
forth in the bii. as follows:
