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. HOW THE PROVINCE MAY BECOME MORE PROGRESSIVE.

_ The enterprising Board of Trade of
the city of St. John gend out a
weekly circular to the newspapers
over a wide area of adjoining Pro-
vinces and States setting forth the
progress being made in city and
country, the new enterprises project-
ed or under way and generally seti-
ing forth the attractions of the
Province for settlers, for business
chances and for sport and pleasure,
with a view to attract both new
settlers and tourists. This has been
going on for several years and has
been proved to be good paying
work.

Special eflorts are also made from
year to year to induce. former ' Te-
sidents of the Province to return, at
least for a visit, and if possible to
resume residence in the land of their
nativity. A ‘‘Back to NewBrunswick
Week'' 18 in preparation for early in
July. An eflort is being made to
secure addresses of as many expatri-
ated New  Bruuswickers as ‘possible,
and where address are obtained spe-
cial invitations are being sent to all
such persons to come home and join
in"the celebration. "All the people are
also requested to write their, friends
and relatives abroad inviting them to
come. Plans are ,made for many at-

give the friends from abroad a good
time when they come, and . make
them want to stay. ' i
Then the Provincial Government
has developed a ready-made farm
scheme, designed to attract new
settlers and to repatriate natives of
the Province who have gone abroad.
Three Commissioners are to be ap-
pointed to form a Farm Settlement
Board authorized to purchase and
hold property, to erect buildings and
sell the farms to settlers at a’ price
not ecxceeding the cost with the cost
of improvements. The purchaser will
be required to ‘pay - 25°per cent down
aud the balance in ten.  yearly
instalments. with 5 per cent in-
terest.
