FOR LOBSTERS

Subject Dealt With In
Informative Bulle-
tin of Biological
Board.

“Spring, Summer and Fall Lob-
ster Fishing in the southern part of
the Gulf of St. Lawrence”, is the
subject of a bulletin by W, Temple-
man, of McGill University, recentiy
issued by the - Blological Board of
Canada, which should prove of in-
terest and value to those engagad
in the industry in this Province.

Previous to 1874, it is pointed out,
there were no laws imposing close
seasons for lobster fishing on any
part of the Canadian coast. In 1874
the months of July and August were
established as a close season, and in
1876 the close season was changed
to July 10 to August 20. In 1877 sec-
tional close seasons were introduced,
August 1 to 31 for Nova Scotia and
Prince Edward Island, and August
20 to September 15 for Quebec and
the northern coast of New Bruns-
wick. In 1879 close seasons were
changed to April 1 to August 1 for
the western coast of Nova Scotia,
and April 20 to August 20 for Que-
bec, Prince Edward Island and the
northern coast of New Brunswick.
In 1887, close seasons for districts
north of Cape Canso were changsd
to July 15 to December 31. A com-
plete rearrangement of close seasons
was carried out by an Order-in-

Gaspe, with the exception of west-
ern Northumberland Strait, July 11
to April 19; western Northumber-
land Strait, August 11 to May 24.
These seasons were continued with
only minor changes until 1919, when
by an Order-in-Council of Septem-
ber 30, 1918, the lobster fishing sea-
sons in most of the southern gulf
area were essentially reduced to May
and June. In 1819 also the open
season in western Northumberland
Strait was changed to August 16 to
