We have reason to know
what great assistance -what, power to a
Province -is the presence in the Cabinet
of one of its own representatives. How
cosy he can make an interview, how suc-
cessful and speedy as a rule is the term-
ination of any claim or demand on the
Federal Government, if that claim
or demand be  just and right.
The writer is strongly of the opinion
that every Proyince of the Dom
inion should be represented in the Cah-
inet whether with or without portfolio.

Your «orrespondent, having returned
from Ottawa reported to the Govern-
ment’what had transpired and what was
required of our Legislature on the sub
Jject. Accordingly we find in the speech
of His Honor the Licutenant Governor
delivered at the opening of the Legis-
lative Assembly on the 17th of April 1859,
the following paragraph:

“In viesw of the proposed aztion of the
Dominien  Government (o span the
Hillsborough  River with g Railway
Bridge, you will be called upen to par-
ticipate in its construction in order that
our people may have the double advan-
tage of a railway and general  traffic
bridge combined, thus doing away with
our antiquated ferrysystem, ts many at-
tendant evils and expense, A bill provid-
ing for this most important undertaking
will belaid before you.” This was followed
upon the 21st of April by the introduction
of the following resolution moved by the
writer and seconded by the late Honour,
able Mr. Farquharson :

“Resolved, That the Government e
authorized to enter into an agreemeni
with the Government of Canada stipu-
lating that should the Federal Govern-
ment build a bridge across the Hillsbo-
rough River from a point in or near the
City of Charlottetown to a point in or
near Southport; and the said bridge be
80 constructed as to bhe adapted and
suitable not only for railway purposes,
but alsoasa publie highway hridge fo,
vehicles and  foot: passengers  and for
weneral traftic of all kinds, the Govern-
ment of Prince Edward Island will, on
the completion of such bridge, pay annu
ally to the Government of Canada towards
the interest of the money required to
build that part of said bridge appertain
ing to local inlerests only, a sum not
exceeding $12,000; and said agreement, to
contain  provisions enabling the Pro-
vineial Government to arrange and deter
mine with the Government of Canada the
exact amount to be paid annually and the
terms of payment, the said sum 80 de-
termined to be on completion of said
bridge a charge on the revenues of the
Province, and also provision that the
Lieutenant Governor in Council may in
such agreement make terms for the levy:

It would not require ‘“‘much time and
labor” to have discovered this,

As was anticipated by the writer, the
Minister of Railways returned the Act
with the words “On the completion of the
said Bridge” in the gecond section struck
out, and requested- that the Act should be
amended accordingly. The next step we
find r¢corded in the Journal of the House
in these words:

“Ordered, That the Honorable Mr. Mc-
Donald have leave to bring in a bill to be
intituled, “An Act to amend an Act re-
specting the Hillsborough Railway and
General TraMe Bridge.”

The Bill contdined the amendment re.
quired by the Minister of Railways and
after further amendments offered by the
‘Opposition it was finally passed on the 18th
