The British empire in the old
gense has given place, through a
spcataneous development. marked
by the statute of Westminster, to
8 new British empire, a common-
wealth of mations.

“What holds the British empire
together 1s a common faith, We
will have full freedom _to differ
about ways and means: Our unity,
our securlty about one another ex-
{st because we know that on the
big wsues of human life we shall
think alike and that when we dif-
fer 1t will be in friendship and
without damage to our common
ultimate faith.

“It was not sentiment that
brought us together into the war.
It was simply that you and we and
all the Dominion and the same
conviction that we must defend
the right. . .
