Foolish War Talk

Aust § - Army ] »r Francis  Forde
comes out with the it “the war has
turned in our favor’ and that the “approach-
ing Allied offensive” against the Axis will be
“a staggering spectacle ”

There must, comments the Ottawa Journal,
be millions of people in Allied countries to wish
that Mr, Francis Forde could be forced to do
his job and hold his tongue. Because through
more than two years of war, through a succes-
sion of defeats and retreats, there has been roo
much of his sort of talk; talk that has made us
seem foolish and that generally has done us no
good.

The war hasn’t turned in our favor. On the
contrary, the war is more critical today than
it has been at any time since Dunkirk; so criti-
cal that the United Nations are in a desperate
race against time. Allied war leaders who don't
realize that truth, or who, realizing it, try to con-
ceal it or minimize it, are not fit to be war lead-
ers.

There has heen too much talk on the Allied
side in this war; tco much of bold promise not
backed by performance. The one notable ex-
ception to this is Stalin, who so far has made
two speeches since IHitler attacked his country.
Stalin, apparently has heen content to let his
deeds speak for him, and right well have they
spoken.

Best Read Features

According to a survey conducted by the Ad-
vertising Research Foundation of New York,
advertising is the most interesting service feature
of the daily newspapers of Canada and America.
The report was made following an extensive
study based on over 18,000 nationally distributed
interviews made in examining newspapers from
coast to coast in North America.

The number of, women, reading_one._or more
advertisements exceeds the number reading one
or more comics, or Socicty News or pictures,
and on the same basis, men's interest in news-
paper advertising, according to the Foundation
report, equals their interest in sport news or
pictures, 52 per cent of the men and 58 per cent
of the women readers, on the average stop to
read one or more national advertisments in their
daily newspapers, while 75 per cent of the men
and 94 per cent of the women stop to read one
or more local advertisements,

With few exceptions, readers in large and
small cities demonstrate about the same interest
in the various types of content of their daily
newspaper, Readership  of obituary  notices,
weather, socicty pictures, and classified adver-
tising is noticeably higher in small cities, while
banner, or headline stories atiract more attention
in larger centres.

Different income-occupation groups show de-
finite preference for different portions of their
daily newspapers. Clear-cut trends in reader in-
terest from the lower economic group to the
higher are apparent, comics and classified  ad-
vertising being of more interest to the former
and, editorials and financial news to the latter,
With most items, however, the overall dif ference
is not great:

The daily newspaper is prefty thoroughly read,
without regard to the position of the news, the
report shows, and practically every reader  stops
to read something in each section, with depart-
mental niews such of sports and society attract-
ing most readers regardless of their position in
the paper. 70 per cent of the men read the
sports page thoroughly, while 80 per cent of the
—~amen stop at the Socicty page. And, contrary

to belief of some advertisers that the right hand
page is a better position than the left hand, the
study shows that there is no inherent advantage
on left or right-hand pages.

Other findings of the Foundation reveal that
the female reader is as interested in death notices
as she is in comics; men show a preference for
national and international news over local news,
while women’s interest in national and local
news in about equal; of all photographs, war
men, while women like pictures of weddings and
and defence pictures have the greatest appeal to
engagements just as well as war pictures.

Looking well into the future, the Wartime
Prlces.and Trade Board has ruled that Christ-
mas gift tins of cigarettes, boxes of cigars and
other packaged tobacco must hereafter be sold
without the gay outer wrappings that usually
adorn them. The order applies to all types of
outer casings, wrappers, and other devices by
which tobacco manufacturers have been wont to
dress up their products for the pre-Christmas
trade. It also prohibits the display or sale of any
product dolled up to designate any special sea-
son, holiday or event, excepting such specially
wrapped stocks as wholesalers and retailers may
now have on hand. The ban is even more sweep-
ing in regard to cigars, forbidding manufactur-
ers from putting any kind of outer wrapping on
individual boxes or packages of cigars,

Eighty-six years ago Charles Sangster —one of
Canada’s earliest poets—published a poem en-
titled, “England and America.” In this poem he
forecast a day, (writes Edgar Andrew Collard in
Montreal Gazette,) when the freedom of the
world would be in peril, and when England and
America would—

“ . . .« united stand and labor.

Side by side, and hand in hand,
Battling with the sword of Freedom,

For the peace of every land.”

The time at which Sangster was writing offer-
ed little enough hope for Anglo-American unity.
England and America were then divided by bit-
ter misunderstandings_ Indeed, in 1856 —the very
year in which this poem was published—matters
had become so serious that the American am-
bassador at London was wondering whether he
was about to be handed his passport, Sangster
Was a newspaper man in Kingston at the time and
published two volumes of poems, Critics of Can-
adian poctry have generally considered Sangster
as being in advance of his time in the awareness
of a Canadian national spirit and destiny which
characterizes his work. But this poem, “England
and America,” which has been neglected by near-
ly all his critics, and which has never found its
Way into an anthology of Canadian verse, reveals
that Sangster was far in advance of his time in
another respect. He foresaw, with a most excep-
tional clarity, that events would ultimately bring
forth the full fundamental unity of England and
America, and that upon this unity the whole free-

dom of the world would rest.

Sir:—On Saturday ihe Charlotte-
town Guardian put the following
question to ‘its readers: “
should our Government stand idly
by and let our Confederation a-
greement with the rest of Canada

To this question, I believe,

is only one reply, namely,
that the people of Prince Edward
Island have never told the present
government nor any previous Pro-
vincial government to do otherwise
than is now being done,

Admittedly, there is much dis-
content throughout the Province
regarding the treatment by Ottawa,
ever since Confederation, of th
Province's evident requirements. On
the other hand, at no time have the
pecple of the Province as a whole
made a united demand for redress.

Under modern Democracy, govs-
ernments do not initiate. They keep
their ears close to the ground-list-
ening for rumblings, but, until the
quake follows that threatens to
wreck the foundation of the par-
ticular party political machine up-
on which the existing government
depends for its return to power,
they continue to mind their own
bus¥sts and attend to the daily
routine, whicthh as a rule is suffic-
ient to keep them busy.

The abcve course has, I belleve,
been follcwed very closely by the
several Liberal and (onservative
governments, withh the result that
the battles of the Prevince have
never been fought to a finish at
Ottawa.

are scarcely faither afliead than
their medical colleagues who may
not kncw the cause and cure of
many human ilis,'but wtio know
much about reasonable prophylac-
tic (preventive) measures and gen-
eral methods of sanitation that
certainiy have shown appreciabie
beneficial results. Just su.

There is a suspicicn in my mind
that the present situation is the
result of having failed to recognize
the true significance of stem end
browning and net necrcsis possibly
many years ago wien the amcuat
was definitely negligible, and thus
was passed by, Many of these
troubles are definitely cumulatve
and, apparently, neglecting the
earliest and most insignificant
manifestations together with the
apclegetic attitude of lenicney' on
the part of inspectors—clemourea
for by the shippers—and so wel-
ccme to the unfortunate grower—
have much to account for in the
preseat situaticn,

Many a farmer has been advisea
to plant potatoes showng stem
end discolouraticns, 1. was ex-
plamed that where early frosts
have killed the tops, the tubers
may show stem end browning that
doces not in any way impair the
vigour of the sezd. True, they
might have got away with it when
using their own seed., but once the
seed has changed hands, who is
there to distinguish one type of
discolouration from anottier? What
is to be done about it? Unless scme-
thing effective is done and that
withcut delay, t:ese two troubles
will continue and have most unde-
sirable effects on potato produc-
tion especially of certitied seed. So
much so that a f:rmer:r thriving
and fairly lucrative business will
pess intp the han of those nre-
pared to do everything even at a
great sacrifice. The ideal solution
of the situation may =0t be prac-
tical at this stage but here it is: If
the foremer well established and
well founded reputation of potato
growers of any province is to be
regained in the shortest possible
space—eny advice is not to plant
under any circvmstances a single
petato that shows the least evideace
stem end browning or net ne-
crosis, Where th's is economically
impossible at the pres-nt time, all
responsible grcwers should at least
plant a certain area with such
scrupulously selected seed and con-
tinue to do so until he has elimfa-
ated all of these troubles, To walt
until the research men have found
a befter solution is just ves‘poning
the issve, Research ‘workers are at
work on the problems and if a more
sbeedy solution is offered so much
the better, Meanwhile the speed
and extent to which the suggested
method 1s effected will shorten or
lengthen the period it requires to
eliminate these annoying tronbles,
There exists at precent no safer
and more effect've means,
