way fram the cost.

Only Point In Dispute

This was the only point of dis-
agreement at the two-day meet-
ings called by Mr. Winters.

Disagreement arose during dis-
cussion of the right-of-way for the
highway. The width of this right-
of-way varies. On the Prairles it
has been agreed that a belt 200
feet wide must be bought for con-
struction of the road, In other
parts of the country the width is
100 feet, and considerably less in
mountainous areas,

The Provinces indicated they
had been under the impression the
Federal Government's offer to pay
half the cost of the highway would
include the outlay for buying the
necessary land.

This point of disagreement will
have to be cleared up before the
Federal Government sends pro-
posed agreements to the Provin-
ces.

The confernce, which was closed
to the press and public, reached
agreement on these other points.

1. The Federal Government
and Provinces will share the
cost of clearing the land
through which the highway
will run.

2. The width of new pave-
ment will be a minimum in
most places of from 22 to M4
feet.

3. Minimum width of old
pavement which may be In-
cluded in the highway will be
20 feet.

4. Minimum shoulder for the
highway will be five feet.

6. Thickness of the pave-
ment will be no less than
three inches and will be con-
structed of asphalt or concrete.
‘The question of a route for the

highway was not discussed at the
conference. It will be up to the
Provinces to arrange this am-
ong themselves. The only In-
terest the Dominlon has is that
the route shall be the shortest
practical one.

No decision was reached at thls
meeting on the regulations which
will govern trucking on the high-
way, particularly through some
national parks which prohibit
c6mmercial vehicles. One such park
is Banff.
