Again we take pleasure in presenting to our readers
our Review of Maritime Harness Racing with the outstand-

ing happenings of the season
or one of the greatest racing

of 1945, It was the greatest

secasons of all time, with every

track reporting record attendances and with track records

broken in all three provinces.

New speed in the form of

trotters and pacers which were bought the prevnous fall
performed very creditably and increased interest in rac-

ing all over the circuits.

Competition in the fast classes

was close and many 2:10 or better miles were stepped.
Due to horses being classified at most meetings plac-
ings were often very difficult as many as three or four
horses finishing so close it was difficult te pick the winners.
From the standpoint of good racing it can be safely said

that 1945 was tops.

A great boost to the sport was
given by.the opening of a new
and up to date speedway at Syd-
ney, N. 8, where several meet-
ings wetre held, attended by great
crowds of spectators The opening
meeting 1§ said to have drawn an
attendance of upwards of 10,000—
a record gathering for Cape Bre-
ton. :In addition several tracks
were re-opened or like Covehead
changed from matinee to purse
races.

The total number of classes or
events' was 2565, contested
‘most 770 heats, a great increase
over thé previous year. The start-
ers gon% sounded at Bridgewater,
June 21st, and ended at Paarsboro,
October l()tzh. Racing days exclus-
ive of matinees number 73 distri-
buted as follows: Nova Scotia with
the largest number—40—made up
of seven at North Sydney, seven
at Amherst, six at Bridgewater
and Sydney, five at Truro, four
at New Glasgow, two at Paarsboro
and Springhill and one at Pug-
wash. New Brunswick had 17,
four each at St. John and St.
Stephen and three each at Sack-
ville and Sussex, two at Chatham
and one at Buctouche. Prince Ed-
ward Island trailed the others with
16, seven at Charlottetown, three
each at Covehead and Montague,
two at Summerside and one at
Riverside. In addition to the
regular purse races matinees held
at many points in the Maritimes
were greatly enjoyed and contri-
buted very considerably to the in-
terest of the sport.

A rough compilation of the esti-
mated crowds as published in
newspaper despatches or obtained
from spectators gives 250,000 as
the probable number who witnes-
sed harness horse performances
the Ym season. This no doubt
constitutes an all time record.

The  cancellation of races
through bad weather at many
points in the Maritimes no doubt
lessenéd the number cf 2:10 miles
stepped. However, we find on
checking up that the tctal was %7,
which is seven more than the sca-
son of 1944. But for the bad
.'weather ' which interfered with
racing particularly at New Glas-

gow, which is a fast track, the
Maritime record of 83 miles in
2:10 set up in 1943 would no doubt
have been shattered.
For the third consecutive sea-
son a Nova Scotia owned pacer
heads the parade of 2:10 perform-
ers with 12—exactly the same
number as Jollity 2:05 had last
season and two more than Jollity
totalled up in 1943. The horse
we have to take our hats off to
this season is Mighty Hanover
2:02%, owned by W. G. Stewart,
New Glasgow, and driven by Har-
ley Harrison. Next in line for
honors is Royal-at-Law 2:04, own-
ed by Walter Hennessey of Char-
lottetown, and driven by his son
Joe, with eight. In third place is
Colleen Scott 2:06%, owned by W.
G. Stewart, New Glasgow, and
driven by Harley Harrison, with
seven, and fourth place goes to
the Aldeman Frank Adams’ own-
ed trotter, Watchim 2:08%, driv-
en by Billy Hood, with six.
