Dr. McCollum spoke here three
times today, under Canadiar. Medi-
cal A-sociation auspices, firing the
opening gun in a campalgn to tell
the Canadian public what it should
eat to be healthy,

“We now know that adequate
diet, for the promotion of health,
is made up of a number of little
things,” said Dr. McCollum, nams-
ing the minerals and vitamins es-
sential to well being, “We may eat
an appetite-sati fying meal, and
vet fal]l to secure indispensabl: nu-
irients, We are ealing too much re~
fined cereal products such as white
flour, refined cornmeal, polished
rice, cereal breakfast foods and su-
gar, and not enough of the. ‘pro-
teetive  foods’ T mean milk  eggs,
leafy vegctables, fresh fruits and
such vegetables as may be eaten
uncocked, In a partial sen‘e, meats
are protective- fcods.” Dr. McCol-
lur - made clear that he did not
condemn any food; success lay in
the proper cor :
s0 that what is
be supplied by ansther.

To maintain the highe-t standaxd
of health, Dr, McCollum recom-
mended that the daily- diet smt},‘g:l
include.

1. One pint of milk or more for
each adult; one quart for each child
under 12 years of age.

2. Four servings of vegetables, Two
vegetables should be raw, as in sa-
lads, and one should be green,

3. Two servings of fruit, raw or
cooked,

4. One serving of meat, fish, game,
poultry eggs or cheese.

5. One serving of whole grain cereal,
6. About 400 units of vitamin D (A
do-e of cod liver oil, or other fish
liver oil, viosterol, or any medically
approved concentrate).

Discussing the diseases which re-
sult from deficiencies in diet, Dr,
McCollum stated that rome degree
of anaemia “is widespread in
America.” This was because few
food-tuffs were rich enough in iron
in a form readily assimilable, He
caid whole grain cereals, tuber and
root vegetables, were the best
source .of iron - probably better
than meats, which contained wore
iron, but in non-available form.

He recalled that 36 per cent of
‘Michigan gchool children in 1926
had goilre, A campa'gn to popu-
larize the use of iodized salt was
begun, backed by the state health
department, medical men and gro-

cers. Today only one per cent of
Michigan school children  have
goitre and ~ the number of cases is

decreasing ropidly.:

Dr. McCollum urged wider con-
sumption of caleium to form. good
teeth and bones in children and
prevent tooth decav in  preagnant
women and nursing mothers, Tooth
decay, he stated, was a great men-

- “The Bad News”

Few people realize

nation will shiver in a cold wave
or sweat in a hot spell, As assist=
ants to the Weather Man the Can-
adian National Te'egraphs play a
vital partv in the business of fore-
casting conditions. Each morning
at 10.30 o'cleck, from Toronto, the
telegraphs snap into action and
some 250 points in Canada and the
United States hear the good, or bad,
news. Not a second is wasted in
tabulating the reports. As each
arrives from some other point, 1t
is tabulated and re-written upon
pre-addressed blank; and forw: rd-
ed to other meteoreological stations.
In the course of the day apprcx-
imately 11,000 reports are handled
and it is from these that the Can-
adlan, United States and Mexican
meteorological: bureaux  complile
their complete forecdbts, which
again.are ent forward by te'egraph
to the nation,

Gland Extract
As Cancer Cure

FORT WAYNE, Ind.,, Feb, 21 —
(AP)—A treatment for cancer with
a Substance obtained - from sex
glands, was reported to a special
meeting of the Fort Wayne Med-
ical Society here - by Besumont
Cornell, M. D, a graduate of the
University of Toronto, He is super=
vidng Editor of the American
Journal of Digestive Diseases and
nutrition and fellow of the Am=-
erican College of Physicians,

He said the experiments have
-been done in both Fort Wayne
and in the Lambeth Hospital Cane
cer. Clinic in London, Eng. He
qucted a letter from Dr. George F.
Stebbing, F. R. C. S, chief of the
Lambeth Cancer Clinic, reading:

“From what I have seen of your
extract; and their effects I am
conyinced injections of the sort
yvou have been using, here and in
America, are destined to play an
important part. in the treatment
of cancer in the future.”

The sex gland extracts are ob-
talned from cattle. In final form
they are liquids whick Dr. Cornell
sald prcbably were proteins. They
are injected intramuscular.

The extract?, Dr, Cornell explain-
ed, act on the opposite sex. that
is, the product from male glands
is used on women and that from
female glands on men. The éx-
tracts, he added, have no effect if
given in case of the same cex.

The experiments began seven
months ago. Previously Or Corne
ell said he had experimented for
10 yearg on many other tissue ex-
tract". This was the first to show
unusval pemedial effects cn can-
cer.

Fifty cases of human cancer
haye been treated in Furt Wayne
and London. Of these Dr. Cornell
reported that 90 per cent showed
“marked regression.” that is, de-
crease in rize. A few, he went on,
especially early cancers, have en-
tirely disappeared,
