The tenants of the house thought
the men had taken the tablet away to
be cleaned by order of the town coun~
cil, as was periodically done, but the
town clerk disclaimed all knowledge
of the matter. The municipal council
tinally decided that the tablet had
been stolen, '

Then, the tablet mysteriously re-
appeared. Like its predecessor, it was
of stone, but the black letters of
the inscription had been replaced
with letters of shining gold.
