Truant Officer’s Report

Following s the report presented
by Mr. L. E. 8haw, Truant Officer, |
and agent for the Ohildren's Aid So- |
clety.

“As the work in which I was en-
gaged during the year now ended,
was in most respects, practically the
same as that of all other preceding
years, I therefore have nothing new
to offer you in this report.

“T made three hundred and ninety
six visits to homes, and thereby have
kept in touch with both children
and parents, and have been able to
keep a great number of the former
more regularly at school, Some par-
ents however, are very negligent in
their duties toward their children.
As advice and warning in some of
those cases have had no effect, we
have decided to adopt more string-
ent methods.

“1 attended juvenile court eleven
times. Two boys were sent to reform
school and one girl to the girl's home
in Truro, N. 8. A tumber of other
cases received suspended sentences,
and have been doing better since.

“During July and August I visited
the homes of our Wards in Queens
and Kings Counties and find,
practically every case that the child-
