~ ON VOYAGE OF MERCY

Freighted with one of

the most

‘wonderful cargoes ever shipped from

a port in America, the steamer Tre-
morvah, Nova Scotia’s ship of mercy
bearing aid for the gallant Belgian
allies of the Empire, sails on her
errand of relief at noon today. The
loading of the ship was finished late
on Wednesday afternoon when the last
of 188 carloads of food and clothing
was put aboard and everything made
in readiness for her departure.

It can be truly said that the Tre-
morval has been exalted 1fom  the
lowly position of a Welsh collier to
play her part in one of the ottstanding
incidents of the great war so far as
Canada and Belgium are concerned.
She is the “People’s Ship.” She bears
the gifts of a free people to the inhab-
itants of a nation whose sacrifices wilk
help to preserve the liberties of the
C"anadian Commonwealth. She has
become the embodiment of Nova Sco-
tia's gratitude and sympathy, and her
cargo is the concrete evidence that

the greatest sacrifice ever made by a
nation for the sake of honor and free-
dom.

$1,000 A DAY IN MONEY.

Premier Murray issued his appeal
to the people of Nova Scotia to aid
the Belgians on Sept. 18th. Thirty
days atlter, more than enough food
and clothing had been contributed by
the people of Nova Scotia alone to fill
a-6,000 ton ship, while contributions
from the other Provinces of the Dom-
inion- were coming in by the (train
loads. Money was given out at the rate
of §1,000, and food and clothing at the
rate of several tons a day. All this
was done after the citizens of Nova
Scotia had made the biggesi sacrifice
they were ever calied upon to make,
Their contributions to (he Patriofic
IF'und far exceeded their share, and (he
fund for the Red (‘ross work was made
an open account. The relier movement 9
was started after the women of Nova
Scotin had given three times their al-
lotment towards the Canadian Wom-
en’s Hospital Fund for the navy. It
was accomplished in the face of  the
most depressing commercial conditions
ever suffered by the province,

THE PREMIER'S APPEAL.

The story of the start of the Belgian
Relief Movement is told in these pages,
There w first the letter of Lambert
Jadot, managing dircctor of the Acadia
(‘oal Company, Limited, of Stellarton,
Nova Scotia, who is a prominent Bel-
gian financier and 2 resident of Brus-
sels,  The letter, fivst hand evidence
of the most shameful abuse of a small
nation, by a powerful country, that the
history ol the world affords, was laid
before Premier Murray, who lost no
time in faking action. The following
day his eloquent appeal to the people
of Nova Scotia to aid the Belgian allies
of the Empire, and asking that a ship
load of food and clothing bhe sent to
them, stirred the Province from Cape
North to Cgpe Sable, Another day saw
a complete organization effected for
the hapdling of the big project. The
Department of Industries and Immi-
gration, under the able management
'‘Secretary A. S. Barnstead, took charge
of the work for the Belgian Relief
Committec. The Federal Government
gave the use of the Canadian Immigra-
tion premiges as headquarters, and
Immigration Agent Barnstead with his
entire stail voluntcered to handle the
receipt of contributions, the sorting
aind packing them. Mr. . W, Frazee,
manager of the Royval Bank of Canada,
Halifax, gave his services as treasurer
of the fund. 'The Canadian Pacific
Railway, the Intercolonial Railway,
the D. A. R. and the H. & S. W, Rail-
way and other lines in the Province,
and many steamship lines, offered free
transgportation and other services
which would facilitate the movement
of the coa.butions to concentration
stations, anl finally to Halifax. whore
the .ship awmted them. 'Throughout
the Province the Express and Trausfo
Companies corrred Belgioa Pelief  pare
cels free of chargo.

THE EASTERN COMM!TTEE.

The Province was subidivided, with
a separate committee and concantra-
tion depot at Trenton, with Mr. Geo.
iray, assistant general manager of
the Acadia Coal Company, Limited,
of Stellarton, as secretary-treasurer.
This committee operated over the eas-
tern part of the Province, and as a
result of the work a train of 658 cars
drawn by two engines arrived at Hali-
fax a few days before the first ship
was ready to sail
Thus started the movement went
forward day by day with ever increas-
ing momentum. Villages that were
hardly known to be on the map came
forward with countributions of money
and clothing  that were amazing.

Headquarters, instead of carrying
them back to their own tables. Farm-
ers, manufacturers, millers, fishermen,
miners, clerks, and all classes of the
people, from the laborer to the heads
of the biggest concerns in the land,
gave money, clothes and food. Many
private homes throughout the country
were opened as centres where people
gathered to work for the Belgians.
Women knitted, quilted and sewed.
Men who had not performed a day's
manual laber for years worked as
packers and carriers. Bazaars and tea
meetings were held in numerous vil-
lages; the old-fashioned sewing hees
came into vogue again even in  the
society circles—of —the —cities. Long
forgotten  homely  accomplishments
were revived, and the girvls learned to
knit socks and mittens and to quilt
bed covers. The churches were fore-
most in sending out committees (o
solicit contributions, and their lecture
rooms were thrown open to receive
them. In the schools of the very cur-
ticulum had an additional branch of
knowledge—that of learning to work
for the Belgians. The children were
first told the story of those gallant peo-
ple; they were told of the tremendous
debt the citizens of Canada owe {0
them, and the chivalry, Wonor, bravery
and sacrifice of the Beigians were held
up as virtues for them to emulate.
And they gave—ihose cliildren of the
Nova Scotian schools, They gave of
their pennies, they worked to have
concerts and socials, and many a lit-
tle peaked roof house beside the long
country road was the scene of the
sales, duck suppers, quilting parties
and other rural functions, all for the
one object-——to help pay the debt.

THE PATRIOTIC DEMONSTRATION

The newspapers of the country gave
their space to the appeals on behalf
of the Belgians. 'The Morning Chronicle
initiated a great popular demonstra-
tion surpassing anything of its kind
ever given in Halifax, a city of mar-
tial memories and British traditions.
Department stores, besides giving of
their stock, selling at wholesale prices
and reductions, in several towns took
charge of the packing and shipment
of the goods. In Halifax the big store
of Mahons, Limited, rendered every
pessible aid to the employees who
gave a concert, which on popular re-
quest was repeated three ‘times. The
entire cdhcert was the work: of the
staff of capable talented men and
women, seventy of whom sang in the
choruses, others taking the solo parts
