It is surely
all-important that the army of India
should be ready to move anywhere
at a few hours’ notice. Let there be
no published program and no issued

Nothing, therefore, wasal-
lowed to be known, beyond the fact
that the manocuvres were to take
place in ,the country round Pesha-
wur, the ground upon which there
would be certain to be a mobiliza-
tion of forces in the event of any
trouble arising on the frontier.
