" Had Dizzy Spells

In the midst of -the potentially
explozive si:uation, Parisians went
calmly about iheir personal busin-
ess. Little groups gahered about
posters announcing the decrees un-

Housewives brought extra supplies
of food.. Office workers wondered
how they would get to work tomor-
row if public transportation were
halted.

A late review from labor sources
showed these —unions probably
would join the general strike, Rail-
road workers, public employees in
Government offices, teachers, post=
men, metal workers, miners, build-
ing workers, textile workers, chemic-
al products’ employees, wholesale
grocery handlers, clothing storc and
tailor shop workers, tanners, dock-
ers, theatre and movie employees,
prin in and binding workers,
truck drivers, taxi drivers, bus dri-
vers, subway motormen and guards,
and hotel and restaurant employ=-

ees,

The union announced their de-
cision to participate despite orders
from m.n.s.ries woich said in a
number of cases that “service will
function normally.”

Concerns which planned to stay
open included Department Stores,
Banks, Insurance Companies, HOs-
pitals and undertaking establish-
ments.

The first- indications of the
strike's start came with the ap-
pearance of early editions of morn-
ing newspapers.

Le Journal, a Rightist organ,
had only four pages instead of the
usual eight. Petit Parisien failed
to appear on time, but it was said
at .the newspaper's offices that
“we probably will publish.”

One of. the first papers tied up
by a strike of composing room em-
ployeas was rightist leader Francols
De La Roque's Petit Journal.

The paris edition of the New
vork Herald and Tribune made ar-
rangements to publish a paper at
Orleans. 80 miles south of Paris,
where the editors rented a press.

Leon Jouhaux, GCeneral Con-
federation of Labor Chieftain, as-
sured personal direction of the
strike plan.
