Gen. Guy Simonds of Kingston,
Ont., leading the Canadian 1st
division in the battle of Sicily, is
the youngest Gzeneral ever to take
a Canadian division into action.

‘the average age of the five div-
isional commanders in Canada’s
accent-on-youth army is 45. The
army’s hiscorical seciion said to-
day this compared with an aver-
age of 51 for the four wenerals
who led the four divisions of the
Canadian Corps into action in The
First Great War and an average
of 48 for all nine Generals who at
one time or another commanded
Canadian divisions in the last war.

The average age of all 10 Gen-
erals in the present Canadian
army oveseas, including the army
commander, two corps cemmanders
and two army staff officers, is 50.

The oldest is Maj.-Gen. C.S L.
Hertzberg of Toronto engineer-in-
chief, who is 57. The army com=-
mander-in-chief, Lt.- Gen. A.G.L.
McNaughton, 56, comes next in
years.
