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Petitcodiac Power Scheme

One of the most important of post-war pro-
jects in every province will be rural electrifica-
tion. In this Province both the Government and
the Opposition, in their platforms _issued dur-
ing the last clection campaign, stressed  this
subject.  The question has been how to obtain
a cheap source of electrical power  sufficient
for the many purposes not only of agriculture
but of industry as well. Perhaps a solution
lics i A movement -now on fooy in our sister
provinee of New Brunswick, to obtain a federal
grant for a survey of the possibilities of  the
Letitcodiac tidal power projeet,

The argument advanced in favor of
survey  are Maritime-wide interest, It
conceded that lack of sufficient clectrical power
has heretofore been a serious handicap to our
developiment.  There are no large waterfalls left
undeveloped, and few small ones. The Petitco-
diac tides, however, furnish a potential source
of tremendous volume of power.  If they were
harnessed, they would produce cnough clectrie-
ity to revolutionize the industrial life of the
Maritimes, to nothing of the cfiects an
abundince of cheap clectricity would have in
making living conditions more attractive on the
farms. Succesy in harnessing the Petitcodiac
would be an encouragement to undertaking other
tidal projects which  now appear to present
greater difficultics.  The supply of tidal power
is, of course, inexhaustible: the difficutly may
be in harnessing it cconomically.

I’remeer jones, we understand, is a strong
belicver in the possibilities of the Petitcodiac
power scheme. \\'e may assume, therefore, that
the Prince LIidward Island Government il
give support to the ciforts of the New Bruns-
wick authorities in obtaining a  federal grant
for a thorough survey of the whole proposi-
tion. This, however, may take time. Iederal
governments—especially Liberal governments—
move - with almost agonizing slowness when it
comes to doing things to improve conditions in
the Maritimes.  [n the meantime cvery other
prospect in the way of rural electricification
should be explored. " The matter is too import-
ant to be dependent on the findings of a survey
in another provinee; through unquestionably,
should the Petitcodiac scheme materialize, we
should  benefit very greatly in this I'rovine:
from its operation.

The Conservative View
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Prime Minister King's attempt to make a do-
mestic political issue out of Lord Halifax's re-
cent speech in Toronto has proved abortive.
The Conservative attitude on the questions
raised by Lord Halifax—questions of Empire-
wide significance—was well expressed hy Mr.
Gordon Graydon in the House of Commons.
Mr. Graydon said:

“The Prime Minister has stated that he is
going to attend, at an early date, a conference
of  British  Commonwealth prime ministers,
There are strong, but we hope not_jrreconcilable,
views abroad in Canada with respect to our
position in the Commonwealth and with respect
to our relations with the world at large. 1t is
unfortunate that the specch from the throne
mentions only the latter.

“It is well that the views of all sides should
be carefully weighed and considered. The
views of the Government would be particularly
welcome, but it is not our intention to eni-
barrass our own Prime Minister, nor the repre-
sentatives of other parts of the Commonwealth,
by tossing controversial issues into this debate
when common sense indicates that every effort
nust be made to secure a united front in a unit-
ed Canada in a eveater and more powerful Bri-
tish Commonywealth,”

Must Be Investigated

James Clark, who inspected shoes made for
the Canadian armed forces, publicly  charges
that “inferior leather was placed in army hoots
supplied to the Government of Canada by a
Quebee manufacturer, who gave presemts of
whiskey to Government inspectors placed in his
plant.”™ e all-ges also that he was dismissed
from his position because he tried vainly to
protect the treasury and preveat the purchase
of 1,000,000 pairs of hoots not made according
to Government specifications.

“This,” comments the Winnipeg Tree Press

Dealing with the proposed incrcases in the
treatment allowances  paid to personnel dis-
charged from the armed forces for medical
reason, Hon..
