OTTAWA, Nov 3—(CP)—Cost-of-
living bonus payments to wage-

tries will be increased 35 cents &
week or 1.4 per cent of wages—
depending on wage category of the
workers — effective Nov. 15, it was
announced today.

The cost of the mncrease to Can-
acian employers is estimated un-
officially at about $55,000,000 a vear.

The maximum bonus now will be
$4.60 & week, instead of the $4.25 a
week which has been n effect since
August, 1942. Workers who have
been receiving 60 cents a week—
minimum and compulsory bonus—
will get 95 cents.
