The triumph squared the World
Series at one victory aplece, as
the warring forces wound up their
opening skirmishes in the west and
headed for Philadelphia to resume
on Monday a battle that has sud-
denly become a toss up again.

HITTING SENSATION

Martin, a hitting sensation from
the outset, ran his total up to five
hits in two d~ys, scored both Car-
dinal runs as a result of fast base
running and gave Hallahan the
margin of victory that the gallant
southpaw protected in a dramatic,
exciting finish that saw the Ath-
letics stopped in the ninth inning
with the bases full. Although his
change of pace baffled them and
sllenced for the most part the big
bats of Cochrane, Simmons and
Foxx throughout the game. Halla-
han's wldness put him rrEquently
in hot water.
