Flippantly known ty London-
ers as “Lenin’s Tomb” or “The
Citadel,” this many-sided building
was put up in 1940-41 to provide
bomb-proof protection for Admir-
alty operations, wireless and com-
munication rooms.

It is built on an iceberg prin-
ciple—more of it being below sur-
face than above. Above ground can
be seen slits big enough to allow
a gun to protrude, wall tops pro-
tected by spikes, but that is all
There isn't any visible entrance.
Underground the view is much
different, It is like a ship upside
down, the engines for air con-
ditioning, lighting and power be-
ing at the top and the “decks”
closely resembling the passagesand
compartments of a man-o’-war,
with armored doors at intervals at
the bottom.

The whole mass {is immensely
strong. Its foundations reach down
more than 30 feet, whiie above
this arises another 25 feet of hes-
vily reinforced comcrete waMg of
great thickness and of several lay-
ers. \
Inside are hundreds of people
who, in relays, work around the
clock and have done so through
the war—their work never hamp-,
ered air raids or showers of
ack: shrapnel.
